Parent Responsibilities 

A  $40.00 registration fee per family is required to enroll in the program.

Share handbook information with child/children attending the program.

Send a note to school with your child if  their transportation  is changing for the day. They will not be dismissed to anyone without the information in writing. (going home with a friend, grandma…)

Communicate frequently with caregivers.

Make weekly payments on time.

Promptly sign out child by 6:00 pm on the designated sign-out sheet .  
*For the first four weeks of the program we will be checking picture ID’s as you pick up your child.  Following this 4 week period, if  anyone other than the parents familiar with the director pick up your child they will be asked for picture identification at that time.  

If a parent fails to pick up a child by 6:00 pm, a  late charge of $1.00 a minute must be paid.

Student Responsibilities

Report promptly to the cafeteria at dismissal.

Follow school rules.

Obey and cooperate with caregivers.

Bring all homework and books to Extended Day in order to complete assignments and study for tests (you will not be allowed to go back to your classroom to get any forgotten materials).

Provide your own pencil, paper and necessary books/worksheets to complete work.

Ask for help from caregivers to complete work if needed.

Because of the importance of academic growth, children with no homework will be asked to read and/or work on math and reading skills during study time.
