Progress Reports will be issued on the following dates:

Tentative dates: 9/16, 11/22, 2/15, 4/29

Report Cards will be sent to parents at the end of each nine-week period.

Tentative dates:  10/27, 1/20, 3/24, 6/3
Working Lunch: Students are assigned working lunch for not completing homework or class work. This gives the students a chance to make up the work without receiving a zero.  After being assigned 3 times for the same assignment, student will receive a zero and be assigned after-school detention.  Students are allowed to eat a regular lunch.
Promotion and Retention: Students who do not pass all required academic subjects or miss more than ten unexcused days of school may be required to take one or two courses in summer school to meet promotion requirements.  Students that are required to attend summer school may be retained for failure to attend and/or pass courses in summer school.

Cheating or the copying of work belonging to another person is a violation of school rules as well as personal ethics. Both the lender and borrower will receive zeros on the work and parents will be notified. Plagiarism is cheating. Examples of plagiarism:

· Copying and pasting from the Internet or copying directly from books or magazines without properly citing the source. 

· Copying another student’s work, turning in another student’s work or having another student do the work. 

· Buying papers on the Internet.

Exams will be given in high school credit bearing courses.  End of course exams will be also be given in Algebra I and English I.  Parents will be notified if additional exams will be given.   
Textbooks: Students will be required to pay replacement cost for lost books, and appropriate charges will be assessed for damaged books. Students’ report cards will be held until all fees are paid.  Refunds are issued if students find the textbook and bring both the book and the receipt to the office.  Students who owe money for lost or damaged textbooks will not be allowed to participate in extra curricular activities or attend Student Appreciation Day.  Fees and fines owed to a Greenville County school also carry over from previous years and follow students to the next school.
II. Athletics  
Students in the seventh and eighth grades must meet the following requirements to participate in Middle School sports. Students in the 6th grade may not participate, try-out or attend conditioning at any level until after they have completed the 6th grade.
1. Must meet discipline and academic requirements.
2. Must meet all criteria set by Greenville County Schools and the South Carolina High School League.
3. May not participate if he/she becomes 15 before July 1.

4. Must have current physical form on file.
5. Must pay athletic fees.
6. Must have transportation to and from practice and games.
7. Students must be in attendance at least one-half of the instructional day to play in a game or attend practice unless doctor’s note is presented.
III. Beck Academy Dress Code
Students are required to dress according to the following guidelines. Students are expected to take pride in their personal appearance such that it does not disrupt student work or school order, distract others, or violate health and safety guidelines.  Students must be in dress code when they arrive on campus. Teachers and staff are expected to enforce these guidelines at all times.  Student’s dress code for attending a school function in the evening must meet Greenville County School (GCS) Dress Code or dress according to guidelines set for the particular event.

Shirts:  Navy blue, black, Khaki, or white (SOLID COLORS)

· Shirts may not have stripes on collar or sleeves

· Turtleneck shirts are permitted.

· All shirts must have a collar and sleeves. Shirts may not have a hood. 

· Long sleeve or short sleeve t-shirts may NOT be worn over dress code shirts

· Shirts with cowl or scoop neck may not be worn

· Shirts must remain tucked in at all times while on campus or fieldtrips.  Girls must have all of their mid-section covered by their shirts when they raise their hands above their heads and no low cut shirts allowed.  Girls may not tie up their shirts in the front or back. Girls that wear shirts longer than finger-tip length must also tuck shirt in.

· No tank tops or spaghetti-strap shirts may be worn over dress code shirts. Top shirt must have a collar and sleeves.  Dress code shirt must be worn under sweater, sweatshirt, pull-over or light jacket.

· All shirts worn under dress code shirts must be solid white, black, navy or khaki.

· Shirts must remain tucked until the student physically leaves the building.
Pants, Skirts, Dresses or Shorts:  Navy blue, Khaki, or Black (solid colors) NO WHITE PANTS, Skirts, shorts or dresses
· Jeans (denim) of any color may NOT be worn.  
· Pants, dresses, skirts and shorts must be hemmed and not have a ragged hem.
· Dresses must have a collar
· Overalls, pants with drawstrings, sweatpants (sweatshirt material), or other athletic pants /shorts may NOT be worn.

· Velour pants are not acceptable.

· Pants, shorts and skirts must be worn with the waistline above the hips at all times.

· Pants cannot be tucked in socks or drag on the floor.

· Oversize garments may not be worn.

· Belts must be worn if garments were made with belt loops. No large belt buckles may be worn (examples: Sexy, Precious, or student’s name)   All belts must be worn at the waist.

· Skirts, dresses and shorts must be finger tip length

· Tying items other than belts around the waist is not permitted.
Outerwear

· Coats may NOT be worn in the classrooms and must be put in the locker immediately upon arrival to the grade level hall. Coats will remain in the lockers until last locker break. 

· Hooded sweatshirts, hooded jackets, hooded vests, hooded fleece, and hooded sweaters must be put in the locker immediately upon arrival to the grade level hall.   

· Only light weight jackets that meet dress code, solid black, white, khaki or navy will be allowed in classrooms and cafeteria. Sweaters, sweatshirts, vests, jackets and fleece worn in the classroom must be navy blue, black, white or khaki (SOLID COLORS) and be worn with a shirt that meets dress code requirements. These items may not hang below finger tips or have a hood or logo other than pocket logos. Dress code shirt collar must be visible under outer garment.  All other jackets and coats must be kept in the locker.  JL Mann athletic wear must meet Beck Academy’s dress code for students to wear to Beck.

· Long socks pulled up may not be worn with shorts or skirts.  Mismatched or two pairs of socks of different colors are not allowed.
· No logos (other than on the shirt pocket area), writing, or pictures are permitted on garments.  (large American Flags, Klaver. names of schools including JL Mann, etc. do not meet dress code.)

· Students may wear Beck Academy sweatshirts but not t-shirts over a collared shirt.

The administration recommends students purchase a dress code sweatshirt to keep in the locker for use in the classrooms on cooler days and a hooded dress code color sweatshirt to keep in PE locker.

Shoes, Hats, Piercing and Accessories:

· Proper shoes for school are required. No bedroom shoes or mesh type slippers may be worn on campus.  Students may wear flip flops and sandals as long as the prongs of the shoes do not go through the bottom of the shoe. Tennis shoes must be worn for PE. For safety reasons, students may not wear high heels.

· No hats, bandanas, skullies, “do-rags”, sweatbands/headbands or sunglasses may be worn or be visible while on campus or on school bus.  Extraneous articles such as chains may not hang from clothing.  Hoods on garments may not be pulled over head until student is physically off campus.
· Facial, nose and/or tongue jewelry are not permitted. Mouth “grillz” are not permitted.

· Hair or weave of non-human color is not permitted.  Students will be assigned ISS or OSS until the non-human color hair is removed.

· Decorative symbols may not be shaved in the hair/head.

· Scarves may be worn to school but must be put in the locker upon arrival.

· No suspenders, Mardi Gras type beads or studded necklaces or bracelets may be worn.
 CONSEQUENCES:

· Lunch detention assigned to students in homeroom and student sent to change clothes.

· After homeroom, student will be sent to dress code to change or to call home and assigned an after-school detention.  If a parent is not able to bring the necessary item(s) to school immediately, student will receive a referral and sent to ISS. Students that break dress code repeatedly will receive a referral for refusal to obey and be suspended from school.
Special days will be designated throughout the year where the dress code is amended to include different color shirts, jeans and/or t-shirts. Only the students that meet the criteria will be allowed to participate.  Students will not be allowed to wear hooded garments, jerseys, sweatpants or clothes with holes in them on these days.  Students not meeting the criteria but wears non-dress code clothes will receive a referral resulting in ISS, OSS or loss of the privilege to participate in future special days. These days will be used to reward students that exhibit good behavior, good grades or to participate in special events.  

Dress Code for Athletes
Athletes that play for Beck Academy must wear the listed dress code for all games, even those that fall on Marvelous Monday.

Volleyball: Team t-shirt with collared shirt dress code color shirt underneath with dress code bottoms

Basketball: Warm-up suits team t-shirt and team shoes for both boys and girls.

Cheerleaders: Uniform top with long sleeve white shirt underneath with dress code bottoms.

Baseball: Shirt and tie with dress code bottoms

Softball: Jerseys with white t-shirt underneath with dress code bottoms.

Soccer Boys: Shirt and tie with dress code bottom

Soccer Girls: Jersey with dress code bottoms

Athletes that play for JL Mann and other high schools may wear the following dress on home games only.
Football: Shirt and tie with dress code bottoms 

Cheerleaders: Uniform top with long sleeve white shirt underneath with dress code bottoms.  

Tennis: Polo style shirt with high school pocket logo with dress code bottoms.

Golf: Polo style shirt with high school golf pocket logo with dress code bottoms

Lacrosse: Jerseys with long sleeve white shirt underneath with dress code bottoms

Track: Team t-shirt with Beck dress code colored collared shirt underneath with dress code bottoms.  All t-shirts must be the same.

Swimming: Team t-shirt with Beck dress code color collared shirt underneath with dress code bottoms.  All t-shirts must be the same.

Cross County: Team t-shirt with Beck dress code collared shirt underneath with dress code bottoms.  All t-shirts must be the same.

Wrestling: Team t-shirt with Beck dress code collared shirt underneath with dress code bottoms.  All t-shirts must be the same.

Students may NOT wear the jacket of the sport in which they are participating if it does not meet dress code.
 Commitment:

The faculty and administration are committed to providing a learning environment where teachers can teach and students can learn.  Quality instruction, proactive discipline, and a positive school climate will create a strong learning environment.  Listed below is the positive impact of the uniform dress code.

Students at Beck Academy are expected to abide by the four non-negotiable requirements.  Students must:

1. wear ID on lanyard around neck at all times

2. wear Beck Academy dress code 

3. carry planner and SWOOSH notebook to all classes
4. be respectful, responsible and value the rights of others
IV. Student Behavior
Students are expected to behave in a responsible and courteous manner as part of an overall positive learning experience.  The success of school discipline depends upon a collaborative effort among home, school, and community.  It is expected that all teachers and administrators will faithfully enforce the code of conduct and abide by its intent and spirit, and that parents will support the efforts of the school to provide a safe learning environment.  Students with numerous referrals will be placed on disciplinary probation and recommended for alternative school.

Tardy & Restroom Passes:  

Students are allowed only 5 extra tardies and restroom passes per nine weeks.  Students have 4 minutes between classes to use restrooms. – Teachers will mark off the passes on the back of planner as they are used. 


After 5 tardies on planner are used:  

After-school detention will be assigned for each tardy afterwards.  Student will be assigned ISS for failure to serve the after- school detention.



After 5 restroom passes on planner are used:

After-school detention will be assigned for each pass out of class afterwards.  Student will be assigned ISS for failure to serve the after school detention.


- Students with a doctor’s note about restroom problems will be allowed to use restroom as needed.  Notes need to be turned into school nurse.
I D Badge 

· Students are required to wear ID badges on lanyards around their necks whenever they are on campus, on field trips, or school functions, including the summer program.    It is the student’s responsibility to let the teacher know he/she needs a temporary ID.                                       

· ID badges are not to be defaced and nothing should be hung on the lanyard except ID and house key.    Picture should be clear and visible at all times.  

·  ID badges are used to purchase a school lunch and check out books from the library.
· Students without IDs will be assigned lunch detention and supplied with a temporary ID in homeroom. ID must be worn on upper left side of shirt.  Students who remove temporary IDs will be assigned after-school detention.
· Students without an ID at lunch must go to the back of the line and will be assigned after-school detention.
· Students will be assigned an after-school detention in each class the student does not have his or her ID.  It would be in the student’s best interest to let his/her first period teacher know he/she needs a temporary ID.
School Planner

· Students will be supplied one planner at no cost at the beginning of the year. Students may purchase additional planners at $7.00. Students are required to bring planners each day to all classes.  Planners are used for hall passes, communication with parents, and homework assignments.  Students should write in each planner block the material covered in each class daily. 
· Students will be assigned lunch detention if student does not have planner in first period. Student should let the teacher know they need a temporary planner sheet for the day. Students will be assigned after-school detention for each class the student does not have his or her planner after first period.
Lockers are provided as a convenience and a privilege to students.  Students may use only their assigned lockers.  Students will be charged for damaged lockers. All lockers are subject to periodic inspection by school officials. School administrators, without student permission, may open lockers.  Students should never share their lock combinations.  The school is not responsible for valuables stored in lockers. Only school-related supplies and materials should be kept in lockers. If items are stolen, the student should immediately report it to a teacher or an assistant principal. NO FOOD, CANDY, gum, or drinks should be in lockers, except those items that will be consumed at lunch.  Students will be charged $6 for lost PE lock.
Book Bags are to be stored in lockers before first period.  Locker breaks will be allowed during the day.  Book bags may be taken to the last period of the day.  Students will not be allowed to go to lockers after school.  Students may carry “Book Sacks” to class.  Book bags with wheels are not allowed due to safety issues unless doctor’s note is presented.
School Rules regarding classroom behavior will be posted in each classroom. These rules will be included in each teacher’s syllabus.  Parents or students may request a copy of the syllabus at the beginning of the year.  Teachers will post their syllabus on their website, also.

District’s Discipline Code: www.greenville.k12.sc.us
Electronic Devices (I-Pods, MP3, PSP, CD players, beepers, laser pointers, and other similar items) are not permitted in Greenville County Schools.  If students bring these type items to school, the items will be confiscated and parents will have one week to pick up items from the administration.  The school is not responsible for theft of these items.
Please note: Calculators are to be used for educational purposes only.  These will be taken also if students are playing games on them.
Paging Devices, Telecommunications Devices, and Cell Phones
For purpose of this policy, paging devices are defined as telecommunications devices, to include mobile telephones that emit an audible signal, vibrate, display a message or otherwise summon or deliver a communication to the possessor.

Cell phones must be turned off and out of sight during school hours 7:30-3:15 while on school grounds, no student may use, or have turned on, a paging device without the prior permission of an administrator, as set forth below. "Turned on" includes a paging device that is activated, set or programmed to ring, vibrate or otherwise send or receive a signal or message. A person, who finds a student in possession or use of a paging device in violation of this policy, must report the student to an administrator. The administration or teaching staff must confiscate the device. The device will be returned to the student's parent/legal guardian according to the terms set forth below.  A student who violates this policy regarding use and possession of paging devices is subject to discipline as follows.

First offense – confiscation of the paging device or mobile telephone and after a conference held the next school day with the parent/legal guardian, the paging device or mobile telephone will be returned to the parent/legal guardian. The parent/legal guardian must sign an agreement acknowledging their understanding of Board Policy JDCA and the penalties for subsequent violations.

Second offense - confiscation of the paging device or mobile telephone and after a conference with the parent/legal guardian, the paging device or mobile telephone will be returned to the parent/legal guardian 30 calendar days after the confiscation.

Third and subsequent offenses - confiscation of the paging device or mobile telephone and after a conference with the parent/legal guardian, the paging device or mobile telephone will be returned to the parent/legal guardian 60 calendar days after the confiscation.

Public Display of Affection (PDA) is not acceptable.  PDA includes, but is not limited to, kissing, hugging, and inappropriate touching.  Consequences for PDA range from detention to expulsion.  Inappropriate dancing at school dances will result in removal from the dance. 

Distribution of Materials by Students, including displaying posters or announcements, is prohibited without the written permission of an assistant principal.  

Fund-Raising Project must have a teacher sponsor or be sponsored by the PTSA.  The sale of items that are not part of a school approved fund-raising activity is prohibited.

Gambling in any form is prohibited.  Violators will be subject to disciplinary action.

Off Limits Areas

Students are not permitted in certain areas of the school. Off limit areas include faculty lounges, other grade level halls, and the main office behind the counter, non-traffic areas such as behind buildings, and all parking lots.  Students must have a pass to be in these areas.

Vandalism and Damage to Property:  Students who damage or destroy school property will be required to pay for damages.  Disciplinary action will also be taken.  

Detention is held every Tuesday and Thursday from 3:30 to 4:30.  Transportation is not provided.  Students that fail to serve the assigned detention will be assigned ISS and a detention violation referral will be entered into the student’s database.  Detentions, other than those assigned by an administrator, do not count as referrals unless they are not served.

Marvelous Mondays: The first Marvelous Monday will be September 27 for students who have not received a referral from the beginning of school. Students that have not received a referral from the previous Marvelous Monday will be allowed to wear Greenville County Dress Code with the exceptions of hooded garments, athletic jerseys, sweatpants or with clothes with holes in them on the Marvelous Monday dates listed below. Shirt tails must be tucked on these days also. Marvelous Mondays are scheduled for the following dates: 9/27, 10/11, 10/25. 11/08, 11/22, 12/6, 1/10, 1/24, 2/07, 2/28, 3/14, 3/28, 4/11, 4/25, 5/8, 5/23.  
Student Appreciation Day- A day is planned for May by the PTSA that rewards students for good behavior and provides a day of fun for those that qualify.

· Students suspended out of school (OSS) or assigned in-school suspension (ISS) from the day students return from Spring Break until Student Appreciation Day will not be allowed to attend the activities.    
· Students returning from Alternative School any time during the year will not be allowed to attend Student Appreciation Day.  

· All after-school detentions assigned must be served to avoid ISS.

Students that owe for the following will not be allowed to attend Student Appreciation Day: textbooks or fines, fines to the library, money owed for IDs, PE locks and sports’ equipment. Students not allowed to participate will be housed in detention and work will be provided. These students must wear Beck Academy Dress Code.   Students participating in the activities may wear Greenville County Dress Code with the exceptions of hooded garments, athletic jerseys, sweatpants, tank tops, or with clothes with holes. All shorts including athletic shorts must be longer than finger tip length.
State Law requires that student handbooks contain this notice:

The State of South Carolina passed a law entitled the Safe schools Act of 1990 to protect our schools, students, and school officials from harm. This law sets tough penalties for buying or dealing drugs at school, carrying weapons to school or threatening school personnel. Any student who commits a non-aggravated assault and battery on school grounds or at a school-sponsored event against any person affiliated with the school in an official capacity is guilty of the misdemeanor of assault and battery against school personnel and may be fined not more than $1,000.00, imprisoned for not more than one year, or both.  Judicial, law enforcement, or corrections officials must notify the principal of any conviction of this crime, or the crime of assault and battery of a high and aggravated nature against a school official, and of other “violent crimes.”  Information concerning convictions of these crimes will be included in the student’s permanent record.  The student’s teachers will be notified annually of conviction of these crimes.  Any school official that reports a school-related crime in good faith is immune from criminal and civil liability arising from the report.

V. ATTENDANCE
Absences/Tardiness
By South Carolina Law, students are required to attend public or private school, or certified home schooling, until their 17th birthday.  The school year shall be 180 days. Students must attend at least 85 days of each 90-day semester course and at least 170 days of a 180-day course, as well as meet all other minimum requirements for courses.  Students will be counted present only when they are actually in school, participating in homebound instruction, or present at an authorized school activity.

Students are allowed ten (10) absences per school year.  For semester courses five (5) absences are allowed.  This number includes absences excused by doctors’ notes and/or parents’ notes.  Absences in excess of ten (10) days may cause students to lose credit for the year.  All absences shall be approved or disapproved by the principal (or his/her designee) within two (2) days of your return to school. 

Excused absences generally consist of personal illness (including doctor’s appointments), serious illness or death of an immediate family member, and religious holidays. Upon returning to school, students must bring to the attendance clerk a note from their parent/guardian, a doctor’s official form, or an official court notice. The note or form must contain (A) date of return to school, (B) date(s) of absence, (C) reason for absence, (D) authorized signature of the person issuing the note, and (E) parent’s/guardian’s telephone number(s).  The doctor's note must be on an official form.  If a court appearance was made, the court notice must be presented.  An absence from class because of a school-sponsored activity approved by the principal will not count as a student absence.  However, students are responsible for turning in assignments and for making up work and tests that are given during the absence.  Questions regarding attendance rules should be directed to the attendance office.
Absences:  Students must make up missed work within 5 days of returning to school.  Students are responsible for making arrangements with teachers to make up work.  Teachers should be contacted before or immediately after the excused absence.  Students must complete and turn in the work on time to receive credit. Parents may also request assignments through Guidance for an extended absence.

Out-of-Town Trips:  Arrangements must be made in advance and approved by the principal.

Tests:   If students are present on the day a test is announced and absent on the day of the test, they must be prepared to take the test on the day of their return.  
Tardy Policy

1.  All students who arrive at school after 8:30 AM should 

     report to the attendance office. 

2. Tardiness will be excused for doctor/dentist appointments  

    or for a late bus.  Other late arrivals are unexcused.

3.  Students who come by car or who walk may not eat 

     breakfast if they arrive after 8:10 AM. Cereal and toast 

     will be provided to students that arrive on a late bus.
4. Students will be assigned after-school detention for each
     unexcused tardy after the free 5 passes are used.

Early Dismissals 

1. A written request with the following information  

     must be presented:


student's full name and grade level

reason for dismissal, dismissal date and time

parent/guardian telephone numbers (home & work)


signature of parent/guardian

2. Requests for early dismissal may not be made by phone.
3. Dismissals are only granted to parents, legal guardians  

    and those listed in the computer or emergency form as  

    having permission to pick up student.  Parents/guardians   

    on list must personally come to the office, provide a      

    picture ID, sign student out and dismissal will be granted.

4. Early dismissals will be classified as excused or      
     unexcused.  The following will be considered excused:  

     medical appointments, illness of student or immediate 
     family members, death in the immediate family, or 
     dismissals approved by an administrator. 
5.  Early dismissals count against attendance records, and
     repeated early dismissals may cause a loss of credit in
     classes.  Students must be at school for 3.5 hours to  

     avoid being counted absent. 
6.  Students will be dismissed only between class periods or 
     during the lunch period unless there is an emergency       

     situation. No early dismissals after 2:15 pm will be  

     granted unless there is an emergency.
Class cuts/Truancy:  Regular attendance is a condition of success in school. Students who are absent from school without parental or school consent will be considered truant.  Truancy violates state and local attendance laws, is a serious offense, and is cause for disciplinary action.  In addition, parents of truant students may be referred to family court.

In-school suspension (ISS): Students receiving ISS will report to the ISS room on the scheduled date and remain in that room for the entire day. Students will be served a bag lunch.  Student may bring a bag lunch from home but parents may not bring in fast food. Students will not be allowed to socialize with other students or attend classes.  They will be responsible for completing all work assigned by classroom teachers.  ISS is an alternative to out-of-school suspension.  Students are not counted absent from school while in ISS.  Students that receive a referral while in ISS will be suspended.

VI. procedures
SWOOSH: Every student is required to have a three inch, three ring binder.  This notebook will be used and graded in all classes.  Contents must include the school planner, a pencil pouch, seven dividers with tabs, and wide-ruled notebook paper.

One of the five International Baccalaureate Areas of Interaction is Approaches to Learning (ATL) which promotes organization of class materials.  Through ATL the SWOOSH notebooks provide students with an essential tool to enable them to take responsibility for their own learning, thereby developing an awareness of how they learn best. 
Morning Bus Holding:  Students may not arrive at school before 7:30 AM when supervision begins. When students arrive before 8:15 AM, they are to report to the appropriate bus holding area for each grade level.  Upon finishing breakfast, students are to go immediately to the place assigned. All other areas are off limits.  Once students arrive on campus, they may not leave. Students that do not go to bus holding will be assigned after school detention. 

Opening Activities: In accordance with School District regulations, Beck Academy students will collectively participate in the Pledge of Allegiance and a mandatory Minute of Silence.  These activities will take place at the beginning of homeroom.  Individuals who choose to abstain should remain quiet and respect the rights of others to participate.

Passes:  Students are not permitted in the halls during class periods unless they are accompanied by a teacher or have a hall pass written in their planner in ink from a teacher or administrator.  Passes must include the time students left the classroom, their destination, and the teacher's signature.  Students caught on halls other than their grade level without permission will be issued a referral.
Telephone Calls:  Messages for a student can not be taken over the phone. This rule is in place to protect the students. Transportation arrangements need to be made before student leaves home. If there is an emergency, please contact the grade level administrator.  Students may use the office phone of an assistant principal only when they have a pass from their classroom teacher and permission from their assistant principal. Students that leave school without parent and administrative approval risk suspension from school.
Changes in Transportation: Any change in transportation must be in writing with the following information.  The student’s name, parent contact number for verification and the change request.  Please keep in mind our busses are full and very few can take on extra riders.  Student should drop off request change to attendance first thing in the morning so request can be verified. 
Flowers, balloons, or gifts cannot be delivered to students.  Please make other arrangements to celebrate birthdays, Valentine’s Day and other special occasions.

Insurance:  School Insurance is available and may be purchased at any time during the school year. Two different plans are available. Brochures will be available in the information packets distributed at the opening of school and in the main office.

Assembly Programs:  Students should show respect for others during assembly programs.   Speakers and visitors form an opinion of Beck Academy based on the behavior of the students.  This can be very positive based on behavior at assembly programs. Each student is personally responsible for the impression made by the school as a whole.  At all times, students should conduct themselves in a manner that conveys respect and courtesy. Students will receive guidelines for behavior before each assembly. 

Closed Campus: Although we welcome parents and other visitors, Beck Academy is a closed campus.  All visitors must report to the main office before visiting any part of our campus.  Visitors are asked to sign in and out on the computer and wear a visitor’s pass while on campus. Parents must give school 24 hour notice before observing classes.
Fire and Tornado Drills take place at regular intervals throughout the school year without advance notice and are essential to the safety of students, faculty, and staff.  Practicing these drills in an orderly fashion promotes safety in case of a real emergency.  Emergency procedures and diagrams are posted in every classroom near the door.  Faculty and staff will advise students on proper procedures. Students should become familiar with procedures for their different locations during the day.

Lost and Found:  All found articles except textbooks and library books should be turned in to the main office.  All unclaimed items are donated to a charitable organization on a regular basis.
Valuables: Students are cautioned to never leave money or

other possessions unprotected at any time on the campus. 
Students are asked not to bring large sums of money or valuable jewelry, etc. to school. The school cannot assume any responsibility for lost articles. All items must be locked in lockers at all times.
Social Clubs:  Students who are members of social clubs, fraternities, sororities, and other non- school sanctioned organizations are not permitted to carry on sales, initiations, or other club activities.  Any sort of club related “hazing” is not allowed.
Cafeteria: Cafeteria behavior should be based on courtesy and cleanliness. Students who choose not to practice proper behavior in the cafeteria will be subject to disciplinary action. All food and drink must be eaten in the cafeteria unless otherwise designated by an administrator or teacher.  Student lunch prices for full paid are $2.00, reduce-$0.40 and breakfast prices or full paid are $1.00, reduced-$0.30. Extra milk is $0.65. Payment must be made in advance or at the point of service. Students may only charge on an emergency basis and will not be allowed to charge over $10.00. Students may not charge the breakfast meal. These prices and procedures are subject to change.  Parents may complete application for free or reduced meals. Applications may be obtained from cafeteria and completed forms returned to the cafeteria manager.
Lunch Detention:  Students are assigned lunch detention for breaking dress code or not having an ID, SWOOSH notebook, or planner in first period.  Lunch detention is held in a separate room and students are served a bag lunch that meets the daily minimum requirement.  Students may bring a bag lunch from home. After first period, students will be assigned an after school detention.
Health room/Medication: Students may visit the health room in case of emergency or with written permission from a staff member.  Students will be treated and sent back to class immediately or sent home following parental contact. The nurse will issue dismissals, students are not allowed to call or text parents without permission. Parents or legal guardians must sign students out at the main office.  All medication to be administered during school hours must be in the original container, and parents must give written permission.  Medication cannot remain with students.  Due to changes in SC policies governing administration of prescription medication, all prescription medication require both parental and physician written authorization using Form Med 1 before medication can be accepted at school.  This includes inhalers. Without the two forms, parents may not leave medication with the front office or nurse. Parent must fill out Form Med-2 before medication can be brought to school for students that self-administer medication. Medications to be taken daily should be brought in monthly quantities. Students are NOT permitted to transport medication.  Long term, (more than 10 consecutive days) non-prescription medication also requires a parental and physician’s authorization. A parent must provide written authorization using Form Med-3 for over-the-counter medication used occasionally to be kept and administered in the health room. NO MEDICATION WILL BE GIVEN WITHOUT WRITTEN PARENTAL CONSENT.  All forms may be picked up in the health room.  Emergency Health Cards must be on file. Student’s cell phone will be taken if student uses cell phone without permission to call home for parent to pick him or her up.  The nurse must make the call to parents.
Emergency Forms: Emergency contact forms are sent home with students in the first day packet.  It is very important, in case of a medical emergency, that these forms are kept current with the school nurse.  They should contain working emergency numbers and student’s chronic medical conditions and allergies.  Return these forms promptly to the health room and keep the school nurse informed of phone number changes.

VII. STUDENT SERVICES

Library Media Center is open for students to study, read, and do research. All school rules apply in the Library Media Center. Students are expected to respect others using the Library Media Center by entering quietly, by refraining from talking loudly while working, and by cleaning up before leaving. 

· Hours: 7:45 to 3:45 on school days. Extended hours may be arranged in advance with the media specialist.  

· Passes: All students must have passes signed by a teacher in a student planner, including before and after school. Students may not leave the Library Media Center to run personal errands, such as using the bathroom or visiting lockers. 

Computer Use

· District Email Accounts for Students – Greenville County Schools provides an email account for all students. These email accounts are intended to be used for educational purposes only. Inappropriate use of district email will result in the loss of email privileges for the remainder of the student’s time at Beck. 
· Email: Students may check their email accounts before and after school in the Library Media Center. Students are not allowed to check or send emails during class time without a note from their teacher. 

· Inappropriate use of email includes but is not limited to:

· Profanity

· Sexual harassment

· Bullying 
· Inappropriate Use of Computer: Students will lose the privilege of using computers for being on inappropriate web sites, damaging computers and equipment or for adding or deleting programs. Inappropriate uses of computers during instructional time include but are not limited to: games, shopping, “surfing”, or non-educational use of e-mail. Any students caught using computers inappropriately will be sent back to class immediately and may be subject to disciplinary action.

· Student Home Directories: Students should save all work to their Student Home Directories. Student Home Directories can be accessed by students by logging-on to the district network within the school or by accessing the Student Portal. Students should not save any work to the hard drive of a computer. 
· Internet and Email: A School District of Greenville County Student Acceptable Use Policy Agreement is provided in the student’s first day packet. Upon acceptance of the student planner, students have agreed to the terms of this policy.  Please note: Parents must contact the school if they do not want their child to have access to internet and email.
· Check-Out: Students may check out as many books as they need and can keep up with for a period of two weeks. Students may renew books for an additional two weeks if the materials have not been requested by another student. Reference materials may be checked out overnight and must be returned before 8:30 am the following day. 

· Overdue Fines and Charges for Lost or Damaged Materials: Regularly circulating books are assessed fines of $.05 per day after the due date. Reference materials are assessed fines of $.50 per day after the due date. Overdue notices are issued every other week. Students are responsible for all materials checked out in their names. Students are responsible for paying the replacement price for any lost or damaged items. Students will not be allowed to participate in Student Appreciation Day if overdue fines or other charges are owed. Charges for overdue fines, lost or damaged materials will remain on students’ library accounts as they move from school to school in Greenville County until they are paid. Students are not allowed to check out additional library materials if they owe fines for overdue, lost or damaged materials.

Guidance: services are available for every student in the school.  These services include assistance with educational planning, interpretation of test scores, occupational information, career information, study help, help with home, school and/or social concerns, or any questions students would like to discuss with a counselor.  

Schedule Changes:  During the first weeks of school, efforts will be made to grant legitimate schedule changes. Students, parents, teachers, or counselors may initiate these changes.  After the first nine weeks, class changes will require a conference involving parents, teachers, and counselors.  All class changes will require an administrator's signature.  Parents will be notified if students are moving to a different course or level.

Transfers or Withdrawals: If withdrawing from Beck, students should report to their counselor.  Communication with parents (phone call, note, or visit) is necessary for the counselors to begin the withdrawal procedure.  All textbooks, library books, money owed to cafeteria and fines must be paid before withdrawal procedures can be completed.
Change in Address:  Guidance must be notified of any changes in students’ addresses or telephone numbers during the school year.  Emergency phone numbers must also be on file in the guidance office and in the health room.  It is very important that our computer records are accurate.

VIII. TRANSPORTATION
School Bus: Students and their parents or guardians are responsible for students’ behavior while riding school buses and at the bus stop.  Good student conduct and discipline are a must because they involve the safety and well-being of all students who are on the bus. The bus driver is in charge of the bus and students during the period of time they are on the bus.  Students are expected to listen to and comply with instructions from the driver.
STUDENTS AND PARENTS: In the interest of safety for all school bus riders, the following district-wide regulations are in effect for students and parents:

1. Be at the bus stop on time. Buses are not authorized to wait for you.

2. Be seated while the bus is moving.

3. Keep all parts of the body, including arms and hands, in the bus.

4. No smoking, drinking, eating, or profanity is permitted while on the bus.

5. Loud noises are distracting.  Keep the noise at a safe level so the driver is not distracted.

6. Do not talk to the driver while the bus is moving except in an emergency.

7. The emergency exit door is to be used only in an extreme emergency.

8. Get off the bus as soon as it arrives at the school.

9. Do not loiter or play on or around a stopped or parked bus.

10. Do not switch from one bus to another without permission. Any change in bus transportation must be in writing, listing a contact number and turned into the front office first thing in the morning. An administrator will give written permission for a student to ride a bus other than the one assigned by transportation. Permission can only be granted if there is room on the bus requested. Students must get on and off at the assigned stop.
11. Use of I-pods, cell phones or CD/tape players or other similar items is prohibited.
12. Occupy the seat assigned by the driver.

13. Reimburse the Department of Education for any vandalism done to the seats.  

14. Do not board the bus without permission from bus driver. This includes parents also.
Remember that riding the school bus is a privilege.  Violation of the rules will result in suspension from the bus.  Students’ parents/guardians will be notified by mail and/or phone. If deemed necessary by the principal or school official, students may be suspended immediately.
Car riders/walkers are dismissed at 3:15.  Car riders must be picked up by 3:45 in the traffic circle and not in the bus loading area.  Car riders will be moved into the building at 3:45 for supervision. Parents/guardians will need to come into the school to sign out and pick up student from classroom of teacher supervising. Walkers must leave campus immediately. Students who do not leave campus immediately will be assigned after-school detention. 
Bus riders: Students will remain in bus holding until their bus is called. Students may not go to the school store in the afternoon until their bus is called. Bus riders must keep purchases in book bags until dropped off.  Bus drivers do not allow students to eat or drink on the bus. After-school detention will be assigned to students leaving bus holding early. 

After-school activities:  Students must make arrangements with their parents concerning transportation before coming to school the day of an after-school activity.  It is essential that students be picked up promptly at the end of the activity (15-20 minutes after the event).  Students who are not picked up promptly will lose the privilege of attending the next after-school event.  After-school events include ball games, club meetings, and dances.  Students must go home first and then return for games Students that are picked up late from detention may be assigned ISS.  

Non Students on Campus:

The administration is empowered to take appropriate action against non students who invade the building, grounds or other parts of the school property.  Such actions include the right to call the police or other school authorities and swear out warrants.  Students from other schools will be reported to the administration of the school they are enrolled.

IX. Parent Permission
Video Parental Permission Form- In accordance with the Greenville County Schools policy, parents must give permission for their child to watch videos at school or on field trips.  Most videos are rated PG but a few are rated PG-13.  Below is a general consent form to allow your child to watch a video for educational purposes. During the year parents may go on the teacher’s website where current topics and assignments are listed to see the title of the video being shown in class.  Teachers must also request permission from the grade level administrator before showing videos.  Clips and films purchased by the district or Beck Academy’s Media Center do not need parental permission for students to view. Please sign below to give your child permission.
