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Beck Academy’s Mission 
Beck Academy strives to meet the needs of our diverse student body in a clean, safe facility that nurtures, accepts and encourages all students. The Beck Academy family has developed this mission as the foundation for all aspects of our educational community.

Our Annual Goals
Our achievement goals are measured by student achievement on the Palmetto Assessment of State Standards (PASS) in English/Language Arts (ELA) and Math. The student scores are reported in three categories: Not Met, Met and Exemplary
1.  For the 2010-2011 school year, at least 79.4%   of our students will score MET or Exemplary on the Reading and Research portion of PASS.

2.  For the 2010-2011 school year, at least 75.7% of our 8th grade students will score MET or Exemplary on the Writing portion of PASS.

3.   For the 2010-2011 school year, at least 79%  of our students will score MET or Exemplary on the MATH portion of PASS.
4. Increase the highly qualified status of our teaching staff from 95% to 96% (a 1% increase) from 2009-2010 to 2010-2011. Currently, we are at 97% and have exceeded our goal.
5.  Maintain our current return rate of teachers and administration at 95% from 2009-2010 to 2010-2011. Currently, we are at 97% and have exceeded our goal.
Student Achievement
In 2010 Beck Academy received an absolute rating of GOOD and an improvement rating of AVERAGE on our School Report Card. 
We met 31 out of 33 objectives for AYP (Adequate Yearly Progress). This resulted in a Not Met status. The two objectives we did not meet were the performance objective in math and ELA for our disabled student subgroup. 

Our percentages of students scoring MET or EXEMPLARY on PASS for 2010 were:
Math – 75.5%

Reading – 75.4%

Writing – 74.1%

Science – 71.7%

Social Studies – 69.7%
AYP is based on meeting objectives in several areas including a % of students tested on PASS, their performance on the test, and their attendance. This information is broken down by subgroups according to race, gender, free and reduced lunch status, English language proficiency, and disability status. The number of subgroups varies from school to school based on the diversity of the school and amount of students that are in a subgroup. 
Currently 35% of our students are on free and reduced lunch status and over 10% of our population is students with disabilities.

Beck Academy is an International Baccalaureate Middle Years Programme School and serves 1083 students. It was the first middle school in South Carolina to become an IB MYP school in 2000. It is a Select Magnet School focusing on International Studies.
