What do I need to get started??








NO PROBLEM! You will need an instrument and the Essential  Elements 2000 Book I for your instrument. All string players need rosin for their bow and a music stand for home practice. Violin and viola students need a Muco or a Kun shoulder pad to help support the instrument. Cellos and bass students need a rock stop.  You should have your equipment by the first week of school so  you can begin learning as quickly as possible!





 GREAT QUESTION! You do not want to buy an instrument at this time. You should rent because you will probably not start out with a full sized instrument. When you rent, the money is put towards the purchase price of a full sized instrument. Renting from a reputable     store is MUCH BETTER THAN USING A PAWN SHOP OR PURCHASING FROM THE INTERNET! Some stores will not accept an internet  instruments for repair if they come in poor condition. I DO NOT RECOMMEND PAWN SHOP OR INTERNET INSTRUMENTS!!
