Dear Parent(s),
We would like to inform you of our 8th grade field trip to Washington DC.  We will be visiting the Smithsonian Museum, the Holocaust Museum, Arlington Cemetery and many of the monuments located throughout the area.   
The cost for your student to participate in this activity is $386.00. This includes transportation, 11 meals, lodging and any tickets that need to be purchased for tours. Students would need money for snacks or souvenirs. If you are interested in chaperoning, please contact Mrs. Abernethy as soon as possible.  All chaperones will be expected to pay the full amount.  Chaperones will be handled on a first come, first serve basis, based on the number of students participating.  Please have your student turn their money in to their homeroom teacher.  A deposit amount of $100.00 is due September 21st and is non-refundable. Another deposit of $150.00 will be due on October 26.
The final payment of $136.00 will be due by February 8th. Chaperones will be asked to pay once they have been notified that they are needed for the trip. 
Parents must complete and sign a Grenville County permission slip, which will be handed out closer to the date of the trip. On the day of the trip, students will need to be in the cafeteria by 5:00am on March 28 and we will return at 10:00pm on March 31. All students are responsible for having their own rides to and from Beck on the departure and return of the field trip.
If your child has emergency medicines (such as inhalers and epi-pens) or a daily medication that our school nurse is currently aware of, we will take them with us on the trip.  If your student must have medicine that is not already approved by the school nurse (Tylenol, Ibuprofen, etc.), please make sure that you have filled out the correct form (found on the website), that the medications have instructions for administering, and that all medicines are in a zip-lock bag labeled with your child’s first and last name.  A parent must hand the medicine to their student’s teacher.  All medication must remain in its original container.  All medication will be returned to the parent, upon returning from the trip.  
We will have Chik Fil A biscuits and juice for sale that morning of the 28th in the cafeteria so that you do not have to stop for breakfast on the way.  We will have emergency contact numbers for you while we are on the trip. Students are allowed to bring personal electronic items, but Beck staff members or chaperones will NOT be responsible for any items lost, stolen, or broken!  Thank you for your understanding in this request.
The administration reserves the right to keep any student from participating in the field trip whose behavior in school prior to the trip has been inappropriate. Behavior will be judged on the number and severity of office referrals during 2nd semester. Per Board policy the Administration will inform parents when the decision has been made to keep a student from attending the trip. Students who are not allowed to go on the trip for discipline issues, but have already paid, will NOT be refunded their money. 
Since this is an educational fieldtrip, all Beck school rules and Greenville County School policies will be in effect.    All inappropriate behaviors will be handled according to Beck’s rules and policies.
There will be a parent meeting on Monday, March 5, at 5:30pm in the cafeteria if you would like to attend, but it is not mandatory.  This meeting will give parents an opportunity to ask questions about the trip.
