	Discipline Plan/Rules for Student Behavior/Consequences and Rewards

	 During the first week of school, our class discussed the importance of rules and working together.  Using the Five Why’s,               we developed the following Guidelines:

Treat others the way you want to be treated.
Follow instructions the first time they are given.
Put things where they belong.

Help others.

Have fun!

Each student will use a clothespin to follow the school-wide discipline program which is based on a color system.  

Everyday, each child begins with his or her clothespin on green.  The following colors represent consequences if a student chooses to break a rule:

1st time – Clothespin is moved to yellow. This is a warning.

2nd time – Clothespin is moved to orange.  
The student will walk 2 laps at recess.   
3rd time – Clothespin is moved to pink.  
The student will walk laps during recess.  

4th time – Clothespin is moved to red.  
The student will walk laps during recess.  

The student will call their parents.
If your child moves their clothespin constantly, it will be marked in their daily agenda.

     
Students will earn Star Points when they follow our classroom guidelines and make good choices.  

Collecting Star Points results in receiving rewards.   
The class also works together to receive compliments from other adults in the building.  

When twenty compliments are earned, students receive a class treat.
