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Clemson University – GCS Leadership Collaborative
MEd and EdS Cohort Leading to Building-Level Certification 

Start Date: August, 2018

We are seeking educators with strong leadership potential to join this collaborative licensure program provided by Clemson University and Greenville County Schools. Course content will be collaboratively developed with support from practicing administrators. Field experiences will begin in the first semester and will occur continuously throughout the program. While many courses will typically meet in the evenings, others will include creative delivery that takes advantage of the local district calendar.

Both the MEd and EdS degrees lead to principal licensure, however these are more than administrative programs. In addition to essential management skills, the program develops a range of essential leadership skills that empower educators to lead regardless of position and hierarchy. All courses include significant field-based experiences so that candidates are engaging in different forms of leadership throughout the program. The programs focus specifically on developing leadership for high-needs schools and learners.

The MEd is 36 hours and the EdS is 30 hours, though building level licensure requires 36 hours, regardless of degree. A tentative course schedule is on page two of this document. All courses will be offered at the University Center in Greenville. The tuition cost is scaled depending on enrollment. A single course costs $18,000 to deliver. That amount will be divided by the number of students in the course, with the lowest amount paid being $900 (cohort of 20 or more) and a ceiling of $1300 (cohort of 14). A cohort over 20 will still pay $900 per course. In addition to the reduced rates, cohort students are exempt from student fees. Participants are eligible for financial aid.
