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PARTNERSHIP 
The administration, faculty, and staff of East North Street Academy of Mathematics and Science acknowledges and understands the need for collaboration between the Greenville County school district, parents, community, and school personnel, to provide the best educational opportunities possible for our students. 

During the 2009-2010, Michelin became an East North Street Academy Business Partner.  There are currently 72 students who are paired up with mentors from Michelin.  The mentors usually meet with their student’s once a week.  Michelin also provides assistance from 40 volunteers in the purchasing department.  These volunteers supply the school with incentives for the Excellence School Store. Michelin has provided the computer equipment, as well as a volunteer who helps produce “The Academy Report”, our school news program. Michelin engineers have come into the science lab and taught about friction, force, and air pressure on three different occasions. Michelin also provided mentors for 4 after school help dates for science projects. They also provided 3 volunteers to judge the competition, as well as provided gift bags for the 9 grade level winners.  Michelin has also funded several field trips to the Greenville Symphony and the Ballet.
Partnership development is a shared responsibility at East North Street Academy. Our administration actively seeks partners through community involvement in such organizations as the Salvation Army. Administration meets with local religious leaders, community center directors, and business owners to plan strategies to mutually benefit the school and the community. As a result of their efforts, the students at our school receive services and support. Some examples of these services include after-school programs sponsored by the Salvation Army and the Urban League, tutoring and homework support for students in the after-school programs provided by Bob Jones University student volunteers, and needed school supplies and coats from area churches.  
The Overbrook Baptist Church provides a weekly Good News Club each Monday afternoon.  The Girls Scouts meet weekly after school. The Rotary sponsors the Terrific Kid Award Program at our school for students who exhibit outstanding character and behavior. Chick-Fil-A also sponsors a character education program for use in every classroom, as well as providing incentives for students who model the good behavior traits taught in the program.  Special needs students at our school participate in the Special Olympics and the Washington Center provides weekly art instruction to these special students.  
The Greenville Chamber of Commerce and Overbrook Baptist Church has donated school supplies for students. Publix has provided field trips and career building opportunities for students.  The South Carolina Children’s Theatre has provided free tickets for our families and a drama residency program for 14 of our students.  Entenmann’s and Walgreen’s donate many free bakery items and candy to support motivational school wide programs. Bi-Lo on East North Street has donated numerous supplies for the science lab to provide hands on learning experiences, as well as awards for the Science Fair, and treats for the safety fair. Wal-mart has donated supplies for science activities and supported the awards for the Science Fair.
Vulcan Materials has been very supportive. They have provided transportation for all first and third grade students to visit the quarry to enrich their study of earth materials. Vulcan sent one of their site geologists to spend the day in the science lab with 3rd graders to guide them as they explored different rocks and minerals collected from the southeast region of the United States. Vulcan sponsored a booth at our school wide safety fair, where they taught children about job safety and the equipment they use. They provided water, South Carolina Mineral book, and a sample of quartz for each student. Vulcan has also committed to working with our 3rd graders in a yearlong project to create a Carolina Fence Garden in front of our school. Vulcan has provided the manpower and the funding. 

Teachers also work hard to encourage partnerships with our community. Teachers go into the area community centers to conduct parenting workshops for parents in reading and mathematics. Parents are provided with materials and strategies to help their children experience academic success. Teachers also contact area food vendors to provide snacks during periods of standardized testing to help insure success for students. Teachers cooperate with working parents by scheduling conferences before or after working hours to better accommodate the needs of our parent population.  Greenville Mental health has provided a case worker to work with our ENSA families and teachers.  
Parents are a vital part of our team and volunteer many hours at ENSA.  Parents work in the classroom, read to students, help students take Accelerated Reader computer tests, and run off materials that are needed for lessons.  Bilingual parents translate for students and teachers.  To provide special treats and meals for the faculty and staff during teacher appreciation week, and other times during the year, parents solicit donations from local businesses.   The Parent Teacher Association (PTA) provides each teacher with a monetary gift to purchase supplies for their classroom. For students in need of assistance, the PTA also provides scholarships to pay for field trip fees. Parents spend many hours serving snacks and dinner for special PTA functions and meetings. 

Several local colleges and universities work with the school to provide field experiences for their teacher candidates. This is mutually beneficial because as the college students gain experience and expertise, our students benefit from increased small group and individual assistance.
