Each region’s top 4 teams are seeded 1 through 12. First 4 seeds draw a 1" round bye. Top seeded team is
home team at each round. See points system below/next page used to seed teams. Each 1* place team
draws a bye along with the 2" place team with the most points (4" seed). The remaining 2nd place teams
are seeded 5 and 6. The two 3" place teams with the most points are seeded 7 and 8. The remaining 3"
place team is seeded 9. The three 4™ place teams are seeded 10, 11 and 12 based on points.

Tie breaker in seeding: 1) higher place finisher in region; 2) head to head competition; 3) best overall won-
loss percentage; 4) coin toss.

Higher seed team is host/home team all the way through the tournament. Games are at 5:30.
Championship game will be at Wade Hampton HS gym with girls game at 11:00 AM with boys game
following 20 minutes after girls game. (with top seed or team with most points being the host school)
Finances: After paying for officials and gate workers, the remaining funds are to be split between the two
teams. Host school is responsible for a financial report that is to be sent to the visiting school & this office.



Point system for at-large berths or for seeding (depending on the tournament format—top 3, top 4 or top 2
plus two next-best 3 place teams) in the Tournament:

» 3 points for a win over a team with a non-losing record
» 2 points for a win over a team with a losing record
» 1 point for a loss to a team with a non-losing record
