Hillcrest Middle Schoof has completed our forty-sixth year, our tenth year in our new facility. Due to the
construction of a new middle school and the rezoning of some students, our population has decreased to sightly
under 1000 students. This, along with budget cuts, continues to cause a decrease in the number of our teaching
staff. Despite these losses we continue to offer PASS remediation classes and high schoo! credit courses in five
academic areas, adding Sapnish | this past school year.

Testing resuits are still based on MAP scores, end-of-year progress, and end of year PASS tesling. Students in
all three grades in all target areas met or exceeded their target goals. Disabled leamers increased their scores
significantly and students in high school credit courses continue fo score high in tests required by the state.

Hillcrest Middie School has continued to receive outstanding support from our PTA and all interested
constituents. We continue to base our goals on the District's education plan. Our community has a good
understanding of our mission, and ancillary support groups dedicate themselves to assisting and building a
strong partnership to support the efforts of our school.
