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A. Lakeview Middle School (LMS) will involve parents in the joint development of the Title I plan, Parent Involvement Policy, and process of school review and improvement through the following:

· Review the purposes and major strategies of the Title I program and parent involvement;

· Provide training to school staff and administration to strengthen parent involvement efforts;

· Publish for school communities, an overview of Title I programs and services, parent involvement opportunities, and the process of school review and post these on our website;

· Provide social work services for students to assist with the home-school connection;

C. LMS will build the school’s and parents’ capacity for strong parental involvement through the following:

· Parents will communicate the value of parental involvement as equal partners to school personnel and other parents through programs that build home/school relations;

· Collaborate with PTA, SIC, school social services, community agencies, and businesses to provide activities that increase parent knowledge to assist learning and participate in school processes;
D. LMS will coordinate and integrate Title I parent involvement strategies with parent involvement strategies under other programs:

· Collaborate with district and community resources, such as Life Long Learning to provide parents flexible schedules for a variety of parenting skills classes, academic development activities, literacy programs, and homework assistance;

· Consider suggestions made by parents for document revisions;

· Publish program evaluations on the school web site and in newsletters to improve parent involvement on an ongoing basis;
F. LMS will involve parents in Title I activities and forward all information to parents related to school and parent programs, meetings, and other activities in a format and, to the extent practicable, in a language the parents can understand:

· Host an annual meeting of parents, school personnel to share effective activities for increasing parent involvement;

· Maintain participation records for all school-wide parent involvement activities, seeking an annual increase in participation;

· Draw input from a sample of parent program evaluations and suggestions for improvement;

· Arrange trainings and parent/teacher meetings at a variety of times to accommodate different working schedules;
· Establish a school-wide parent advisory council to provide advice on all matters related to parental involvement in programs supported by the law;

· Provide other reasonable support for parental involvement activities under this section as parents may request;

· Provide full opportunity for the participation of parents with limited English proficiency, parents with disabilities, and parents of migratory children, including providing information and school reports required under Title I law, section 1111, in an easy to read format and, when practical, in a language that parents understand;
