Schoolwide SIC Meeting

Troye Mathews, Title I Facilitator for Lakeview Middle School reviewed last months meetings about 09/10 Title I plan.  She said she did not receive any comments for change and proposed next years plan to reflect the same teacher additions, parent involvement activities and specialist.  She stated their might be an opportunity to hire an additional 7th grade ELA teacher with next years budget if the Federal Programs office will pick up the salary for our ELA Specialist.  Ms. Mathews said we are having conversations with the Federal Programs Director about this and would keep the SIC Committee updated.  If this change should occur we will meet and discuss any concerns.
Ms. Mathews talked a little bit about Free and Reduced lunch applications.  She said it is important that parents know they must fill out a form every year.  Even though they know they will be Free/Reduced each year, an application must be filled out.  We discussed ways to better track rising 6th graders that carry over their debts from Elem school.  She asked the committee to share this information with any parents they come in contact with.  Lakeview is at 92.4% free/reduced status right now.  Ms. Mathews said this was a good solid number and unless the District picks up a new Title I School, we should not have a budget cut.  

Tammy Pitts asked the Committee to sit down and discuss the Peace Garden project.  She organized the group and delegation of responsibilities was discussed.  Mass e-mail will be used to communicate until the next meeting
