Computer Misuse Discipline Policy

All computers (laptops and desktops) are intended to be used in the classroom for instructional purposes only.  When a student uses a computer without teacher permission for anything except instruction, then the use is considered to be computer misuse.  The levels of the misuses are described below with some possible examples of misuses for that level.
If a misuse occurs that is not specifically listed as an offense below, then the administrator has the authority to decide at which level the offense better fits.  The examples of listed offenses below include, but are not limited to, the following examples.  

Level I (Minor Offense):
Examples of Offenses:

· Surfing the Internet without permission

· Checking email without permission

· Listening to music on Internet or through Media Player
· Playing games on Internet or on computer (Solitaire, Pinball, Minesweeper, etc.)

Level II (Moderate Offense):

Examples of Offenses:

· Downloading games on laptops or desktops

· Downloading music on laptops or desktops

· Student using another student’s password for computer log-in, email, etc.

Level III (Serious Offense):

Examples of Offenses:

· Downloading or viewing pornography or nudity

· Deleting students’ or teachers’ files on the common drive
