Parking and Traffic Guidelines

Important Notes
Regarding Schedule

Thank you for your cooperation during the course selection process for
the 2011-2012 school year. Students will receive copies of schedules on
their first day of school during homeroom. Homeroom locations will be
posted in the atrium area so students can find their homerooms.

Since students have been given ample opportunity to request course
changes during the registration process, schedule changes will be granted
under very limited circumstances. Schedule changes will only be
considered under the following circumstances:

1. Data entry error that is supported by a copy of the original course
request form.

2. A cancelled course or schedule conflict warrants the selection of a
new class.

3. A student has been inappropriately placed in a course s/he has
previously passed.

A student’s grade level and homeroom needs to be corrected.

If one or more of the above reasons apply, the student may request a
schedule change once schedules are distributed. Schedule change request
forms will be available outside of the guidance office once the school year
begins. Counselors will make adjustments if the circumstance warrants
and will work from the date stamped submitted forms. Counselors will
contact the student as needed based on the information on the form.
Students will be notified either in writing or by counselor contact if their
request for change is approved or denied. Students are to follow their
schedules as printed until they receive notification of a change approval
from the guidance department. Students should not submit multiple
requests for the same problem and should give ample time for the
counselor to review and process the original request. Multiple requests,
appointments and phone calls are not necessary and will only slow down
the process. Priority will be given to those who follow the process of
submitting the appropriate form.

Please remember that schedules will not be changed to accommodate:

1. Requests for specific teachers or circumstances beyond what are
listed above.

2. Changes in course requests when students failed to complete the
registration process and select courses.

College Application Process

All 10" graders will automatically be scheduled to take the test free of charge (subject
to state funding). 11™ graders may take the test for a fee of $14. 11" graders are encouraged to take the PSAT in order to be
considered for the National Merit Scholarship Program.

2. be current (in most cases, the evaluation and diagnostic testing should have taken place within 5 years of the request for
accommodations);

3. provide relevant educational, developmental, and medical history;
describe the comprehensive testing and techniques used to arrive at the diagnosis (including test results with subtest
scores [standard or scaled scores] for all tests) — see the Diagnosis and Functional Limitations for a listing of frequently
used tests and what they measure;

1. describe the functional limitations (i.e., the limitations to learning impacted due to the diagnosed disability);

2. describe the specific accommodations being requested on College Board tests;
establish the professional credentials of the evaluator (e.g., licensure; certification; area of specialization).

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Guidance Department Frequently Asked Questions

Q. My child plans to attend another school during the 2011-2012 school year. What do I
need to do?

A. The legal guardian must come to the guidance office to withdraw your child. If you plan to attend another
school, by coming into the office we will give you preliminary paperwork to assist in enrolling at your new

school. Your new school must request official records upon enrollment there.

Q. I plan to homeschool my child during the 2011-2012 school year. What do I need to do?

A. You must come to the guidance office and withdraw your child. You must present a letter stating intent of
homeschooling. Call 355-6655 for further information that must be stated in your letter of intent.

Q. What do I need to do if I would like a step-parent to have access to my child’s records
and teachers?

A. The legal guardian must come to the guidance office and bring picture identification and sign a Consent for
Access Form.

Q. What do I need to do if I have a change of address and/or phone number?

A. You or your child may come to the guidance office and pick-up a Change of Address Form. You must return
the form to the guidance office and present proof with a copy of a power bill with the service address. (Address
changes on the Emergency Form and Data Sheet completed in the first day of school packet will not be accept-
ed as an official change of address.)

Q. What if my child’s form of transportation to school has changed from last year?

A. Parents must complete a Student Transportation Status Form and bring to the guidance office immediately.

The form may be found on the GCSD website at hitp.//www.greenville.kl12.sc.us. On the left side of the homep-
age, go to Bus Delays. Click on Status Form 2011-2012 print, complete, and bring or fax to the guidance office
at 355-6645. This form must completed if you now plan to ride in a car or ride a bus.

Q. What if my child gets sick during the school year and I need to request assignments?

A. Teachers must be given 24 hours to prepare assignments for sick students. You may request assignments by
calling our guidance receptionist, Susan Vance, at 355-6655 or email her at suvance(@greenville.k12.sc.us.

Q. What is the Student Portal and how do I access it?

A. The Student Portal is a tool for parent to keep track of student’s grades, attendance, and discipline. You
may also check your address and phone number to see if it needs updating.

The Student Portal will not be available until sometime after school be-
gins. We will post information on our school’s homepage when access codes may be picked-up. If you used the
portal last year, the same access code should work this year.

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Afendance
Students' parents should pay special attention to the attendance
guidelines. If you are new to high school, or new to South Carolina,

attendance is counted differently than at middle school or in many
other states. Credit for classes may depend on it!

1. Students are allowed 10 absences in year long classes, and 5
absences in semester classes. Absences in excess of this may result in
loss of credit for the class.

2. Class attendance is counted by each individual class. Your child
must be present for at least half of a class to be counted present.
Example: your child may have 5 absences in first period, 2 in second,
and none for the rest of the day.

3. Teachers do not have to allow students to make up work when the
absence was not an excused absence. (Doctor, court, sickness,
bereavement, family iliness, administrative approval are excused to
makeup work; however, some count against your 5/10 days.)

4. All parent notes, regardless of the reason, count against the 5
day/10 day absence guideline. Absences are not excused to make up
work just because a parent writes a note. It depends on the reason.
For example, sickness and family illness are excused; going out of
town is unexcused. See #5 below and guidelines in the student
handbook, or on the MHS website.

5. If you know you are going to be absent for any reason that is not an
excused absence, bring a note 5 days ahead of time and get a
Prearranged Absence Form from the attendance office. It will allow
you to make up all missed work regardless of the reason for the
absence. The absence still counts against your 5/10 days.

6. Always bring a doctor’s note, if available. Doctor’s notes do
not count against your days.

7. Early dismissals: Parents do not have to come into the school for
early dismissals; however, you must send a note with the time for
dismissal and a phone number where you can be reached. Your
student must drop off the note in the attendance office before 8:45
and come back to attendance to pick up his/her yellow dismissal slip
before time of dismissal. Someone will call you to confirm the
dismissal. Your student may meet you outside at the time of
dismissal. Absolutely no phone, fax, or email early dismissals are
allowed. Never keep the yellow early dismissal slip. Your student
shows it to the teachers of the classes missed and then returns it to
the attendance office. Attach a doctor’s note or other verification of
reason for dismissal if for an excused appointment. Never leave
school without a yellow slip.

8. No walk-in parent pickups for early dismissal after 3:00.
9. Tardy: Students must check in with the attendance office if he/she
arrives after 9:15 a.m. Before 9:15, students should go straight to

class. You are still tardy.
10. Always turn in excuse notes within 2 days of your return to school.

Remember, the number of absences count even if you have a reason
for being absent, unless it is confirmed by a doctor's note, court note,
bereavement (3 days), or administrative approval.

No make-up days have been scheduled for this year.

¢ Student dress and grooming must be neat and clean.

o Shirts/Blouses should be an appropriate length. At
no time should the student’s midriff be visible
while standing, sitting, or participating in normal
school activities, e.g., raising hand.

¢ Clothing that inappropriately exposes body parts is
not permitted, including: low-cut shirts, tank tops,
spaghetti strap tops, halter tops, and vests or
see-through or mesh garments worn without shirts.
Shoulder straps must be at least three inches wide.
Bra straps and bra sides must not be visible.

¢ Students shall not dress in such a way that partially
or totally exposes underclothing.

e Trousers/slacks/shorts must be worn at waist level.
Excessively baggy trousers and clothing are not
permitted. Clothing may not drag the floor.

e Pajamas, night clothes, or lounging pants may not
be worn to school. Slippers and house shoes are
also not allowed.

o Skirts should fit and be in good taste and not be
shorter than mid-thigh.

¢ Shorts may be worn, however, they must be properly
fitted and in good taste and may not be shorter than
mid-thigh. Biker shorts or athletic shorts of any
kind are not permitted.

e Hats, sunglasses, hair curlers, skullies, or do-rags
may not be worn. Bandanas may not be worn and
will be confiscated. Confiscated bandanas will not
be returned.

¢ Shoes or sandals must be worn. Shower-type shoes
are not permitted.

¢ Clothing or jewelry is not permitted that displays
profanity, suggestive phrases, alcohol, tobacco,
drug advertisements, or other inappropriate phrases
or symbols.

e Hair of a non-human color is not permitted.

o Extraneous articles hanging from clothing such as
chains are not permitted.

e Facial jewelry is permitted to be worn only on the
ears.

e Torn clothing or clothing with holes may not be
worn. Holes with patches should have clean
edges without frays.

e No frayed edges should be visible on clothing.
This includes frayed edges on jeans, skirts, and
shorts.

Time missed from classes due to dress code
infractions is unexcused. Students may be asked to
sit in ISS while waiting on proper attire. Multiple
offenses will result in suspension.




NJROTC

Navy Junior Reserve Officers Training Corps

NJROTC is a program that fosters citizenship, leadership, patriotism, teamwork, and more. The program
includes classroom lectures, military drill/uniform, and physical training (PT). Participation in the program
the first year provides a student with Physical Education credit required for graduation. Subsequent years in
the program count as elective credit. The unit also offers after school competitive activities and will feature
many field trips to military installations and more. Most materials needed for participation, such as military
uniforms, are funded and provided by the U.S. Navy. Although the student does not incur any military
obligation and the program is not a recruiting program, the student does benefit through advanced standing
upon enlistment. Scholarships and service academy appointments are also available for those who qualify.
Navy JROTC freshmen orientation was held August 1-3 from 8:30 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. All students taking
Navy JROTC for the first time were strongly encouraged to attend.

Student Medical Emergency Forms

Your child will receive a packet during the first week of school that includes the Student Medical Emergency Form. Please complete, date and sign
the form, and return to the school nurse immediately. These forms will be kept on file in the health room. The nurse does not have the authority to
enter phone numbers or addresses on the computer. If your contact information is incorrect on the parent portal, please notify the guidance
department.

Medications

For your child’s safety please remember: No medication (including cough drops, antibiotic ointment, orajel, anti-itch creams) will be
given without written Parental Permission. The parent must supply medication and medical supplies. School nurses may not
administer the first dose of any medication (student should be monitored by parent for possible side effects following initial dose). Any
medication given every day for longer than two weeks must also have written Physician Authorization. Inhalers, insulin, and emergency
medications, such as Epi-Pens, must also have written Physician Authorization. If your child has authorization to carry an inhaler or an
Epi-Pen, it is recommended that a spare one be kept in the health room. School nurses are legally required to administer only
medications with FDA approval. All prescription medication must be administered as labeled and over-the-counter medication may not
exceed package directions. All medication must be in the original container, and no expired medication will be given. No medication
containing aspirin (examples include Pepto Bismol and Excedrin Migraine) or PPA can be given at school without written Physician Authorization. If your
child forgets to take a morning dose of medication, school nurses are not allowed to give that dose at school. Parents may come to the
health room to give the missed dose. Students with medication prescribed by a health care provider contained in the original packaging
and appropriately labeled may carry these medications, may self-monitor and may self-administer these medications only if written
permission from the prescribing doctor and the parent/legal guardian is submitted to the nurse. If there is evidence that unsupervised
self-monitoring or self-medicating would seriously jeopardize the safety of the student or others, the school district may refuse to allow
the student to carry his/her medication. Students carrying medication without proper authorization will be referred to an ad ministrator.
Medication forms are available from the school nurse and can also be downloaded via the MHS website under student services, and also
via the district website. Medications not picked up at the end of the school year will be destroyed and permission forms must be
submitted for each school year.

Student Visits to the Health Room

A teacher or administrator pass is required when coming to the health room, except in the event of an emergency. Every effort is made
to keep students in school if at all possible; however, if it is determined that your child is too ill to remain in school, a parent or legal
guardian will be contacted for dismissal. Please consider providing the school with medication if your child has frequent headaches,
stomach upset or menstrual pain, as these are not necessarily reasons for dismissal. Students will be sent home with the following
illnesses: active vomiting or diarrhea; a fever of 101 or above; any condition that may be contagious; an injury or illness that requires
further evaluation by a physician. There are no early dismissals from the Health Room before 9:00 or after 3:00.

Elevator Pass/Special Privileges

In order to use the elevator due to a severe injury, a student must bring a physician note to the school nurse describing the injury and
length of time student will need to use the elevator. At that time a key and elevator pass will be given to the student. There is a $10 fine
for lost keys. Misuse of the elevator will be referred to an administrator.

A physician note must also be submitted to the school nurse for special privileges or exemption from PE due to illness or injury.

State Immunization Requirements

Hepeatitis B — 3 doses

Polio — 3 doses with last dose after 4™ birthday

DTP, DT, DTP-DtaP or Td — 3 doses with last dose after 4™ birthday

MMR - 2 doses

Varicella (chickenpox) — 1 dose or proof of disease for all 9th graders

An up-to-date SC Certificate of Immunization is required 30 days after starting school. Students not meeting immunization requirements
will not be allowed to remain in school. Out-of-state transfer students who meet SC immunization requirements will be issued a SC
Certificate of Immunization by the school nurse. The health department will administer vaccinations by appointment only. Their phone
number is 282-4311.

Vision Screening
9™ grade students are screened annually. Parents of students that require further evaluation by an eye doctor will be notified in writing.
If your child is in another grade and you would like to have their vision screened, please send a note to the nurse.

Hearing Screening
High school students are not routinely screened for hearing problems. If you feel there is a problem and would like to have your child’s
hearing screened, please send a note to the nurse.
