The requirement to report indicated_Immediately Reportable or Urgently Reportable (within 24 hours) conditions

applies to physicians, laboratories, health facilities, and “any person or entity that maintains a database containing
health care data.” Schools’ reporting of Routinely Reportable conditions greatly facilitates local and state disease
control efforts. Disease reporting requirements are found in the SC DHEC Bureau of Disease Control's “List of

Reportable Conditions,” (www.scdhec.gov/health/disease/docs/reportable conditions.pdf).

Report outbreaks and clusters of diseases or symptoms that would not be reportable as single cases. An “Outbreak”
in a school is defined as an excess number of cases or symptoms over the expected occurrence of disease within a

school or classroom or group.
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
