Northwood Middle has been chosen to be one of the 10 Middle Schools in Greenville County selected as a CATCH pilot school!

CATCH (Coordinated Approach To Child Health) is a School Health Program designed to promote physical activity, healthy food choices, and prevent tobacco use in school aged children. By teaching children that eating healthy and being physically active every day can be FUN, the CATCH Program has proved that establishing healthy habits in childhood can promote behavior changes that carry into adulthood. 

The CATCH Program focuses on coordinating four components: the Eat Smart school nutrition program, K-5 and 6-8 Classroom 

 HYPERLINK "http://www.sph.uth.tmc.edu/catch/educators.htm" curriculum, a Physical Education program, and a Family program. The Coordination of health messages between these four component areas is critical to positively impact children's knowledge and behavior. For over 10 years CATCH has guided schools, families, and children in the process of being healthy. CATCH, the largest school-based health promotion study in the U.S., has demonstrated that behaviors such as eating foods high in saturated fat and physical inactivity can be changed.

 

CATCH uses a simple method to teach children and their families about eating healthy, by categorizing foods into three groups: GO, SLOW, and WHOA.  The goal is to teach that while all food types can be consumed every day, most of our food should be from the GO list. Coordinated through classroom lessons, cafeteria signage and menus, and even physical education games, the GO, SLOW and WHOA concepts are reinforced though multiple channels each day. (http://www.catchinfo.org)

Come and check out the exciting new things going on in the Cafeteria! I will be available to meet with you at the Back-to-school Event. You can pay on your child's account and fill out Free and Reduced Applications that night. CATCH information, menus, and kitchen tours will also be available then. I look forward to working with you in our efforts to establish healthy eating habits in our children.

	NORTHWOOD MIDDLE DRESS CODE


	The primary objective of The School District of Greenville County (TSDGC) is to provide a World-Class instructional program and learning opportunity for every student. The personal appearance of every student is an important component of establishing a safe environment for optimal learning and respect for one another. Students are expected to dress in an appropriate manner while on school district property or representing the school. Personal appearance shall be such that it not disrupt student work or school order, become distractive to students, or violate health and safety guidelines.

The following standards apply and will be vigorously enforced. Principals may make additions to these standards.

1. Student dress and grooming will be neat and clean.

2. Shoes, sneakers, or sandals will be worn.  Flip-flops or shower shoes are not permitted.

3. Shirts/Blouses are to have collars, buttons and sleeves.  They are to be solid in color of the following colors: Blue, Black, Pink, Gray, Yellow, Green, White, or Khaki.  Shirts may not have a hood.

· Shirts may have a small, appropriate logo over the pocket area only.

· Shirts on boys must be tucked in at all times.  Girls may wear their shirt outside the pants provided the shirt/blouse is no longer than their hips, and there is a tucked-in undergarment.

· Undergarments must be solid in color and be an approved color.

4. Pants, Skirts, or Shorts: They must be solid in color and consist of only the following colors:  Blue, Khaki, Brown, or Black.

· Jeans (denim) of any color may not be worn.

· Shorts and skirts must be knee length.

· All pants, skirts, or shorts must be worn with the waistline no lower than the top of the hips.

· Clothes are expected to fit appropriately, neither oversized nor tight.

5. Belts are required if the garments have belt loops.  No belts with large buckles may be worn.  

6. No overalls, sweatpants, or athletic pants/shorts may be worn.

7. Outerwear

· Coats may not be worn in the classrooms.  They are to be put in lockers upon arrival at school.

· Hooded sweatshirts, jackets, vests, or fleece must be placed in lockers upon arrival at school.

· Non-hooded sweatshirts, sweaters, jackets, etc. may be worn in the classroom provided they are in the accepted color scheme and have a regulation shirt underneath them.

· No logos, except one on the shirt pocket area, are permitted.

8. Non-Human colored hair is not permitted.

9. Socks must be solid in color and be an approved color.

10. Facial jewelry is permitted to be worn on the ears only.

11. Articles hanging from clothing, such as chains or other articles are considered inappropriate and may not be worn.

Students should follow dress code at all times on campus, while on fieldtrips, and at all school activities.

Special Days will be designated throughout the year where the dress code will be amended to the regular Greenville County Schools Dress Code.  These days will be used to reward students that exhibit good behavior.

Students who come to school inappropriately dressed will be addressed according to the following procedures:

1. First Offense – Students will be sent to the Clothing Bank room and will change into appropriate clothes provided by the school.

2. Second Offense – Students will be assigned a day of lunch detention and will be sent to the Clothing Bank room to change into appropriate clothes provided by the school. 

3. Third and subsequent offense – Students will be placed in the In-School-Suspension Program for that day and will change into appropriate clothes provided by the school.

NOTE:  The Administration reserves the right to judge the appropriateness of any apparel worn to school and will make the final decision regarding the attire.

On the first day of school, your child will receive a packet from the home room teacher which will include a STUDENT EMERGENCY INFORMATION SHEET.  Please fill out the requested information completely, including any health problems, your phone numbers, as well as those for the emergency contacts (in county). In addition, it is really important to notify the nurse if any of this information changes.  It is essential that we have some way of contacting you in the event of illness and/or injury, so your prompt action in returning this form is greatly appreciated.


All medications should be brought in by a parent.  Over-the-counter meds require parental authorization. All prescription meds and any medication containing aspirin require parental and physician authorizations before they may be administered.  Meds that cannot be administered at school are homeopathic/herbal medications and narcotics (eg, Lortab, etc.). The necessary forms will be available in the main office during summer hours, as well as in the Health Room the week prior to school opening.


The Partners for Healthy Children program is available for low income families without insurance.  You may contact them at 1-800-549-0820 to find out if you are eligible.

Early Dismissals�

Early dismissals occur only during the last 10 minutes of each class.  


The student who wishes an early dismissal will bring a note written and signed by their parent or guardian to the front office before 8:10 AM.  The note must include the following information: date, name of student, time of dismissal, reason for dismissal, name of person picking up the student, telephone number where the parent can be reached for verification, and signature of the parent. 


The parent or guardian will be required to come to the front office and sign the dismissal form.  If anyone other than the parent or guardian is to pick up the student, identification will be necessary before the student is permitted to leave.

Absences�

The student should report to the front office with a note from their parent, guardian, or doctor regarding the absence.  The attendance clerk will issue an attendance (or admission) slip indicating the status of the absence (excused/unexcused).  


The admission slip is to be signed by all teachers and turned into the last teacher signing.  The student should not attempt to enter class after being absent without a permission slip.

Immunizations�
�
Pursuant to Regulation 61-8, the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control has declared the following schedule of required vaccinations, screenings, and immunizations necessary for a child to be admitted to any public, private, or parochial school, grades five year old kindergarten through twelve (5K-12).                                Minimum Requirements


Four (4) doses* of any combination of DTP, DT, DTP-Hib, DTaP, Td, or Tdap vaccine with at least one (1) dose received on or after the fourth birthday.


*This immunization requirement only applies to students entering five-year old kindergarten, first, second, third, fourth, and fifth grades in school year 2009-2010.


Three (3) doses* of oral and/or inactivated polio vaccine with at least one (1) dose received on or after the fourth birthday.


*If four (4) polio doses are administered after 6 weeks of age and are all separated by at least 4 weeks, a fifth dose is not needed, even if the fourth dose was administered before 4 years of age.


Two (2) doses of Rubeola (Measles) vaccine with both doses received on or after the first birthday and separated by at least one month.


One (1) dose of Rubella (German Measles) vaccine received on or after the first birthday.


One (1) dose of Mumps vaccine received on or after the first birthday.


Three (3) doses of Hepatitis B vaccine.


One (1) dose of Varicella vaccine received on or after the first birthday or positive history of disease for all children admitted to kindergarten, first, second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth, and ninth grades.
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
