	The following standards apply and will be vigorously enforced for all NMS Casual Clothing Days.   

Students on the “May Not Dress Casual” list must wear the school uniform.  If a student is on the “May Not Dress Casual” list and dresses casual, or if the student does not follow the rules outlined below, the student will be sent to In-School Suspension (ISS) for the day.  
Parents should check their student’s agenda to determine if their student may participate in the Casual Clothing Day. 

1. Jeans may be worn, but they may not have holes – this means NO holes!  Jeans may not be sagging.  Low riders are not allowed. 

2. Sweat pants and athletic pants may not be worn. 

3. T-Shirts may be worn, but they may not be oversized or too small.  T-Shirts may not have alcohol, tobacco, firearms, sexual or racial comments, drawings, or suggestions.  

4. Low cut shirts and tank tops may not be worn. 

5. Hoodies may be worn, but students may not have the hood on their head in the building. 

6. Skirts and shorts must be knee length. 

7. Flip Flops and shower shoes may not be worn. 

8. Students may choose to wear the normal school uniform. 

NOTE:  The Administration reserves the right to judge the appropriateness of any apparel worn to school and will make the final decision regarding the attire.

We seem to have more students coming and departing school by car.  This has created some unsafe situations for our children.  I must insist that all of us follow these guidelines for dropping off and picking up children:


All drop-offs and pick-ups on campus must be done in the main traffic line and ONLY on the right hand side in front of the gym.  Do not try to pick up your child in the left hand lane.


Parents are not to drop off and pick up their children in the parking lot.


Students who get dropped off on Ikes Road must come into the building and not hang out outside the fence.


If you need to come inside the building at dismissal, you may pass the cars waiting to pick up in the main traffic line and park in the parking lot.  The back entrance to the parking lot will be closed at dismissal time.
