	NORTHWOOD MIDDLE DRESS CODE


	The primary objective of The School District of Greenville County (TSDGC) is to provide a World-Class instructional program and learning opportunity for every student. The personal appearance of every student is an important component of establishing a safe environment for optimal learning and respect for one another. Students are expected to dress in an appropriate manner while on school district property or representing the school. Personal appearance shall be such that it not disrupt student work or school order, become distractive to students, or violate health and safety guidelines.

The following standards apply and will be vigorously enforced. Principals may make additions to these standards.

1. Student dress and grooming will be neat and clean.

2. Shoes, sneakers, or sandals will be worn.  Flip-flops or shower shoes are not permitted.

3. Shirts/Blouses are to have collars, buttons and sleeves.  They are to be solid in color of the following colors: Blue, Black, Pink, Gray, Yellow, Green, White, or Khaki.  Shirts may not have a hood.

· Shirts may have a small, appropriate logo over the pocket area only.

· Shirts on boys must be tucked in at all times.  Girls may wear their shirt outside the pants provided the shirt/blouse is no longer than their hips, and there is a tucked-in undergarment.

· Undergarments must be solid in color and be an approved color.

4. Pants, Skirts, or Shorts: They must be solid in color and consist of only the following colors: Blue, Khaki, Brown, or Black.

· Jeans (denim) of any color may not be worn.

· Shorts and skirts must be knee length.

· All pants, skirts, or shorts must be worn with the waistline no lower than the top of the hips.

· Clothes are expected to fit appropriately, neither oversized nor tight.

5. Belts are required if the garments have belt loops.  No belts with large buckles may be worn.  

6. No overalls, sweatpants, or athletic pants/shorts may be worn.

7. Outerwear

· Coats may not be worn in the classrooms.  They are to be put in lockers upon arrival at school.

· Hooded sweatshirts, jackets, vests, or fleece must be placed in lockers upon arrival at school.

· Non-hooded sweatshirts, sweaters, jackets, etc. may be worn in the classroom provided they are in the accepted color scheme and have a regulation shirt underneath them.

· No logos, except one on the shirt pocket area, are permitted.

8. Non-Human colored hair is not permitted.

9. Socks must be solid in color and be an approved color.

10. Facial jewelry is permitted to be worn on the ears only.

11. Articles hanging from clothing, such as chains or other articles are considered inappropriate and may not be worn.

Students are to follow dress code at all times on campus, while on fieldtrips, and at all school activities.

Special Days will be designated throughout the year where the dress code will be amended to the regular Greenville County Schools Dress Code.  These days will be used to reward students that exhibit good behavior.

Students who come to school inappropriately dressed will be addressed according to the following procedures:

1. First Offense – Students will be sent to the Clothing Bank room and will change into appropriate clothes provided by the school.  Students who do not change clothes will be sent to ISS for the day.

2. Second Offense – Students will be assigned a day of lunch detention and will be sent to the Clothing Bank room to change into appropriate clothes provided by the school. 

3. Third and subsequent offense – Students will be placed in the In-School-Suspension Program for that day and will change into appropriate clothes provided by the school.

NOTE:  The administration reserves the right to judge the appropriateness of any apparel worn to school and will make the final decision regarding the attire.

Requirements for Posters:

Lettering:  Simple bold lettering is preferred.  Captions are to be used to convey the message, attract attention, and to achieve goals of clarity, vigor and originality.  All lettering will be considered part of the design.
Media:
Category 1 (C1):  Standard use of ink, pencil, poster paints, magic marker, acrylics, and oils.

Category 2 (C2):  Use of photos, clipart, graphic art software, collage, cut & pasted paper, and mixed media.

Size:  Each poster must be created in 8.5” x 11” format, including matte, to be eligible.

Please have your students write the following on the back of their entry:
Full Name, School, Teacher & Grade, Category (Poetry, Poster C1, or Poster C2)
The “Official Entry Form” should also be completed - - see NCDA brochure - - (only Student’s information & School Coordinator’s information is needed) and make sure to get student signature at bottom of the form. Thank you!

*TIPS*

The top 2 mistakes we have found over the years are (1) misspelled words; and (2) when a matte is used, it makes the poster larger than the allowed 8.5x11 format - - it’s okay to use a matte, just make sure the size is not increased because of it.  

Those entries are automatically disqualified no matter how talented the artist or how excellent the artwork.

A district winner in all categories at each division (age level) will be chosen and those winners will be taken to the state judging in January.
