The Greenville County Schools automated phone system informs parents of absences and class tardies at the end of each day.  If you have questions, please contact the attendance clerk.
Notes for return after an absence should Include: 

· Student’s full name
· Date(s) of absence
· Reason for absence 
· Parent or guardian’s signature
To pre-arrange an Early Dismissal, send a note with the student’s name, the time for dismissal, and a number where the parent can be reached. 

Only pre-arranged early dismissals can be granted after 2:30p.m.
Late arriving students must report to the office. The tardy will be entered into the student’s attendance record.
Tardiness will be excused for doctor or dentist appointments or for a late bus. Other late arrivals are unexcused.

Morning Car Riders must be dropped off in the Front drive.  At the front sidewalk, pull as far toward the front crosswalk as possible. 
Afternoon Dismissal 
1. All students stay in their 6th period classrooms until their specific group, car number, or bus number is called.

2. Walkers are released at 3:30.  All walkers exit through the door next to the front office and turn down the sidewalk.

3. No walker will be allowed to cross the lawn to exit. 

4. Any student walking to Paris will leave through the back door near the bus area.  

Car Pick-up -- Drivers arriving for pick up will double-stack in the front drive all the way to the front crosswalk. 

Riding Different or Unassigned Buses:

To ride a different bus or unassigned bus (to a friend’s house, high school, etc.) a student must bring a note signed by the parent and turn it in to the office 3 days prior to the requested day on the different bus.

Charging Meals - no student may charge meals.  If a student does not have money in their account, an alternate meal will be served to them.

EMERGENCY CONTACT NUMBERS – The school nurse needs working emergency numbers and knowledge of chronic medical conditions and allergies. Keep these current.   

Medication must be delivered to the school nurse by the student’s parent or legal guardian, and the proper paperwork must be filled out.

Report of Harassment, Intimidation, or Bullying:  Any student who believes he/she has been subject to harassment, intimidation, or bullying should file a complaint with the assistant principal. 
Students who bring cell phones or other paging devices to school must keep them in their lockers while on the grade level hall. 

7th & 8th graders will keep these in book-bags during related arts classes.  No student will be allowed to carry a cell phone on their person or in a purse. 
DRESS CODE – Items to check before leaving home.

The complete code is in the handbook. 

· Clothing deemed distracting, revealing, overly suggestive or otherwise disruptive is not permitted.  

· Accessories or clothing that could pose a safety threat are not allowed.

· Proper shoes must be worn at all times. 

· Attire must not be immodest, obscene, profane, lewd, vulgar, indecent or offensive.  

· Clothing that inappropriately exposes the body is not permitted.  

· Pants must be worn at the natural waistline. Pants and slacks must not bag, sag, or drag. 

· Un-tucked shirts are to fall no longer than the thumbs. 
· All students will wear collared, sleeved shirts. 

· If a T-shirt or jersey is worn, it must be over or under a collared, sleeved shirt. 
· If a heavy-weight, hooded sweatshirt does not zip, scoop, or otherwise open in front, it can be worn without a collared shirt.
· If a belt is worn, it must be through the belt loops of the pants. If there are no loops, the belt must fit at the waist. 

· No words or messages are permitted across the back of pants.
· Skirts and shorts at finger-tip length.

· Opaque leggings may be worn under a skirt or shorts reaching finger-tip length. 

· Students may not change clothes or apply make-up in the hallway restrooms.

· If a students pants are sagging below the waistline a teacher will provide a zip tie to use as a belt.  There is a twenty-five cents charge for the zip tie.

· Students are not allowed to display tattoos.

T-shirts may be worn during Health class as to be considered part of a uniform.

The administration will make the final judgment on the appropriateness of clothing.
