NROTC Scholarships
The Naval or Marine Reserve Officer Training Corps scholarship is a four-year scholarship providing:
         Full tuition to a college offering NROTC, up to a total value of $180,000
         All college/university educational fees
         Stipend for text books
         All uniforms
         Subsistence allowance between $250 - $400 per month
Scholarships are open to high school seniors with an ACT Math score of 21 or higher, and ACT English score of 22 or higher.  Average physical fitness ability is also needed.  If you receive an NROTC scholarship, no commitment is required until after your freshman year of college.  You may major in any field; you take a normal course load required for your degree; you enroll in two naval science courses per year.  Upon completion of your degree, you receive a commission as an Ensign in the Navy Reserve with a five-year duty obligation.
To apply, you must submit an application packet by January 31, 2012.  You must submit the application on-line at https://www.nrotc.navy.mil.   Follow the instructions and be sure to check whether you wish to follow the Marine Option or the Navy Option.  If you would like to get more detailed information contact the local Navy Recruiter or go to www.navy.com/careers/nrotc. 
Army ROTC Scholarship---A great way to pay for college and have an exciting career as an officer waiting for you when you graduate is to be a part of ROTC.  Army ROTC scholarships range up to $68,000 per year and $5,000 annually for living expense and textbooks.  Scholarships range from two to four years and are based strictly on merit.  Family financial status is not a basis for receiving a scholarship.  Upon graduation from college, Army ROTC students who have successfully completed the program are commissioned as 2nd Lieutenants.  Army ROTC is available at over 1,100 colleges and universities; participation in ROTC doesn’t hold students back from enjoying other campus activities or organizations.
