The Miss Woodmont, Class Sweetheart, and Jr. Miss Woodmont Pageants are the primary fund raising events conducted by the Woodmont High School PTSA.  The Class Sweetheart pageant is open to all girls at Woodmont High School, with the exception of any current or former Miss Woodmont title holder.  The rules and guidelines of the PTSA should be followed by all participants.

Entry Fee:
Each contestant must pay a non-refundable entry fee of $100.00 which is due on February 8.  Entry fees may be offset by selling ads in the pageant program.  See “Ad Sales”.

Fact Sheets:
Each contestant is required to complete a fact sheet with information about her that will be used during the pageant.  The information provided on the fact sheet will be provided to the judges prior to the pageant and will be read during the various competition portions of the pageant.  Facts sheets should be filled out as completely as possible; however, the Pageant Committee reserves the right to edit fact sheets in order to fit information into the time allowed.  The fact sheet form can be found on the WHS website (www.greenville.k12.sc.us/wdmonth/).  Go to the WHS Home Page and click on Pageant Information.  Open the fact sheet and save it to your computer; tab to the gray squares and fill in the information requested.  Save your fact sheet again; then email it to woodmonthighptsa@yahoo.com.  If you do not have access to a computer, fact sheet forms will be available from Mrs. Harder and should be neatly printed or typed.  All fact sheets will be due on February 8 by 2:00 p.m.  Late fact sheets will NOT be accepted.
Grades and Referrals:
Academic and discipline records of each contestant will be reviewed by school personnel.  Students that have unsatisfactory academic or discipline records may be excluded from participation in the pageant.  If it is determined by administration that a contestant is not eligible to participate in the pageant, their entry fee may be refunded.
Position:

Contestant numbers will be assigned by a random drawing.  The Pageant Committee reserves the right to change the order of the contestants if necessary to accommodate pageant flow.

Opening Number:
An opening number will be performed by the contestants, however, the opening number is not judged.  Contestants should wear a solid color top with black pants, capris, shorts, or skirt.  Shoes appropriate to the outfit should be worn.  The school dress code will apply.  Make sure that shorts and skirts are long enough to meet the dress code.  The background for the opening number will be royal “Woodmont” blue.  Keep this in mind as you choose a blouse color.
Competition:
The pageant consists of the following areas of competition:

Casual Wear:

40% OF TOTAL SCORE

You should wear an outfit of your choice.  This may be pants, skirts, suits, etc.  No blue jeans will be allowed.


Evening Wear:
40% OF TOTAL SCORE

You should wear an evening gown of your choice.  No bare midriffs or excessive cleavage will be allowed.  Make sure that your gown is age appropriate.  

Interview:
20% OF TOTAL SCORE
Interviews will be done individually before the judges.  Your fact sheet will be given to the judges prior to your interview time.  Be prepared to answer questions about information you include in your fact sheet as well as other topics appropriate for high school age girls.  Sunday dress or a suit is the appropriate attire for interview.  

Clothing Selection:

Contestants are reminded that all outfits should be age appropriate and should follow the suggested pageant guidelines.  The night of the pageant, if the pageant directors feel that a contestant’s outfit is not dress code appropriate, the WHS administrator present will be asked to approve the outfit.  If the administrator feels the outfit is inappropriate, the contestant will not be allowed to participate in that section of the pageant.  If you have any questions regarding your outfits, the pageant directors will be glad to review your choices with you prior to the night of the pageant.
Tickets:
All seats are reserved seats.  Everyone attending the pageant must have a ticket.  Tickets will be sold to the contestants on a first come, first serve basis beginning at the practice on February 16.  Each contestant will have the opportunity to purchase 10 tickets at that time.  Additional tickets may be purchased by the contestants at the practice on February 18.  Tickets are $10 each.  There is no child or student price for tickets.  Please make any checks payable to WHS PTSA.
Flowers and Gifts:
Flowers and gifts may be delivered to contestants during the pageant, however, they must be taken to the contestant dressing rooms by pageant personnel.  Flowers will be on sale on the night of the pageant.
Backstage:
Dressing rooms will open at 5:45 p.m.  Female family members may assist contestants in carrying their clothes, props, etc., to the dressing rooms before the pageant begins, however, they must leave the dressing rooms by 6:00 p.m.  No one will be allowed in the dressing rooms or backstage during the pageant except pageant staff and contestants.  Please inform parents and friends.  There will be absolutely no exceptions!  Security officers will be on duty should any violation of this rule occur.  THERE WILL BE NO CELL PHONES ALLOWED BACKSTAGE.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!!  If a contestant brings a cell phone backstage, the pageant staff will take the cell phone, and the contestant may be prohibited from participating in the pageant.  At the conclusion of the pageant, female family members may assist contestants in gathering their things.  No fathers, brothers, etc. are allowed in the backstage hall at any time.
Photography:

Nathan Tillotson Photography will be at the pageant to take photographs of contestants onstage and backstage in a studio setting.  Prices are as follows:

Orders must be turned in to the pageant directors no later than February 8.  Please make checks payable to Nathan Tillotson Photography.  If you wish, you may make an appointment with the photographer to purchase individual photos after the pageant.
Snack Fee:
We will collect a $5 snack fee from each contestant to cover the expense of refreshments backstage during the pageant.  This fee is due at the practice on February 8.  Please do not bring snacks of your own to the pageant.  Please make any checks payable to WHS PTSA.
Ad Sales:
In order to help contestants offset the cost of entry fees, they are given the opportunity to sell program ads.  Many contestants are able to totally pay their entry fees by selling ads.  All contestants are encouraged to sell program ads to cover their entry fees.  This gives all girls at Woodmont High School the opportunity to participate in the Class Sweetheart Pageant.

All ads and/or entry fees must be paid by the practice on February 8.    Any ads received after this date will not be included in the program.  If you choose not to sell program ads, your entry fee of $100.00 should be paid at the practice on February 8, and you will receive one “contestant page” in the program designed by the pageant committee. If your entry fee is not paid by the deadline, you will not be allowed to participate in the pageant.

There will be a prize for the contestant that turns in the largest total dollar amount of ad sales.

Ads may include photographs.  Ad pages will be accepted in a digital format only.  No paper information will be accepted.

Any checks for ads and entry fees should be payable to WHS PTSA.  Each business that purchases an ad will receive a tax deductible receipt.

Rehearsal Schedule:
All contestants should attend all rehearsals unless the pageant committee indicates otherwise.  All rehearsals are closed to everyone other than the contestants, PTSA and pageant committee members.  Rehearsals will be concluded as close to the set time as possible, however, you may be required to stay a few minutes longer at times.  Please be on time to rehearsals so that we can start and finish on time.
