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The Miss Woodmont, Class Sweetheart, and Miss Blue & White Pageants are the primary fund raising events conducted by the Woodmont High School PTSA.

The Class Sweetheart Pageant is open to all girls that are full-time students at Woodmont High School with the exception of any current or former Miss Woodmont title holder.
The Miss Blue & White Pageant is open to all girls that are full-time students at any middle school that feeds into Woodmont High School.

The rules and guidelines of the PTSA should be followed by all participants.

Entry Fee:
Each contestant must pay a non-refundable entry fee of $125.00 which is due on January 30, 2012.  Entry fees may be offset by selling ads in the pageant program.  See “Ad Sales”.
Class Sweetheart Contestants – Contestants that were in the Miss Woodmont Pageant in November 2011 will receive a $25.00 discount on their entry fee.
Miss Blue & White Contestants – Contestants that were in the Miss Blue & White Pageant in March 2011 will receive a $25.00 discount on their entry fee.
Fact Sheets:
Each contestant is required to complete a fact sheet with information about her that will be used during the pageant.  The information provided on the fact sheet may be provided to the judges prior to the pageant and will be read during the various competition portions of the pageant.  Fact sheets should be filled out as completely as possible; however, the Pageant Committee reserves the right to edit fact sheets in order to fit information into the time allowed.  The fact sheet form for each pageant can be found on the WHS website (www.greenville.k12.sc.us/wdmonth/).  Go to the WHS Home Page and click on Pageant Information.  Open the fact sheet and save it to your computer; tab to the gray squares and fill in the information requested.  Save your fact sheet again; then email it to woodmonthighptsa@yahoo.com.  All fact sheets should be emailed to woodmonthighptsa@yahoo.com by 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, January 26.  Late fact sheets will NOT be accepted.
Grades and Referrals:
Academic and discipline records of each contestant may be reviewed by school personnel.  Students that have unsatisfactory academic or discipline records may be excluded from participation in the pageant.  If it is determined by administration that a contestant is not eligible to participate in the pageant, their entry fee may be refunded.
Opening Number:
An opening number will be performed by the contestants.  The opening number is not judged.  Contestants should wear a solid color sundress of their choice with shoes and accessories appropriate to the outfit.  No black, white, or red dresses.
Competition:
The pageant consists of the following areas of competition:

Interview:  Interviews will be done individually before a panel of judges.  Fact sheets will be given to the judges prior to the interviews.  Questions asked during interviews may come from the contestant’s fact sheet.   Contestants should wear a dress, pants outfit, or other attire suitable for a job interview. 

Casual Wear:
  Contestants should wear an outfit of their choice.  This may be pants, skirts, suits, etc.  No blue jeans will be allowed.


Evening Wear:  Contestants should wear an evening gown of their choice.  No bare midriffs or excessive cleavage will be allowed.  Make sure that gowns are age appropriate.  

Ad Sales:
In order to help contestants offset the cost of entry fees, they are given the opportunity to sell program ads.  Many contestants are able to totally pay their entry fees by selling ads.  All contestants are encouraged to sell program ads to cover their entry fees.  This gives all girls the opportunity to participate in the Class Sweetheart and Miss Blue & White Pageants.

All ads and/or entry fees must be turned in and paid by January 30.  Any ads received after this date will not be included in the program.  If contestants choose not to sell program ads, their entry fee of $125.00 should be paid on January 30, and they will receive one “contestant page” in the program designed by the pageant committee. Contestants who do not pay their entry fee by the deadline will not be allowed to participate in the pageant.
