Summer Reading 2010
· Every student in Greenville County Schools is expected to read books of choice during the summer vacation.
· Each school has developed an incentive program to reward students for reading books of choice during the summer.  At Woodland Elementary School, students who meet the following reading requirements over the summer and bring back a signed reading log by September 3, 2010, will receive a special reward.  Also, the top reader from each grade level will receive a special prize.  (Incentives may not impact the student’s grade in any class.)  Although this year we will be counting the number of minutes read, you can use the following as a guideline.
· Rising 1st graders read at least 10 books.
· Rising 2nd graders read at least 10 books.

· Rising 3rd graders read at least 5 books.

· Rising 4th graders read at least 2 chapter books (not easy chapter books).

· Rising 5th graders read at least 2 chapter books (not easy chapter books).

Special Notes:

· Student grades may not be penalized for failure to read.

· Parents are key to success.  The way in which parents promote and encourage reading at home is vital to students’ success. 

· The school district will recognize the elementary, middle, and high school which has the greatest percentage of students participating in the summer reading program.  The district recognition and award will be made in the fall of 2010.
· Woodland Elementary students and faculty will participate in the “No Book Left Unread” program provided by the South Carolina Department of Education.
