Program Duration &Grade Level

Welding is a two (2) year program

Once a student starts in 11" grade, they will be required to continue and complete the Welding
program in their 12 grade year.

Certifications. AWS D1.1- complete groove plate and plate coupons must pass face and root
bend test.
