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The students will learn communication skills, impact of the US Constitution, SC law,
importance of ethics, values, and principles, use of force, physical and emotional
health impact, patrol procedures, tactics, traffic stops, crime scene investigation,
substance abuse issues, court procedures, and terrorism issues. Students will also be
required to participate in frequent physical training.
