We have been working diligently to plan a
graduation ceremony fitting for you, while keeping in mind the safety precautions needed
during these unprecedented times. Below you will find needed information regarding this
year’s graduation.

Graduation Ceremony:

Place: Wade Hampton High School Gymnasium
Date/Time: Monday, June 8", at 5pm
Graduate Arrival Time: 3:30pm

Promptness is vital, as there will be no rehearsal prior to graduation.
Guests:

Guests will not be admitted without tickets.

Due to restrictions of COVID 19, space is limited in order to maintain social distancing.
Therefore, each graduate will only be provided 2 guest tickets. Please note, any person
(age zero and up) must have a ticket in order to attend.

Clear Bag Policy: Each ticketed guest will be permitted to carry one large clear bag,
either a Ziploc style bag or a 12°x6’x12” clear bag, plus a small wallet or

clutch purse that must not exceed 4.5°x6. 5”. The small wallet or clutch must be carried
into the venue outside the clear bag and is subject to search.

Additionally, each person in attendance is required to wear his/her own mask upon
entrance, and throughout the ceremony. We must all practice social distancing by remaining
at least six (6) feet away from any other person. Your safety, the safety of your guests, and the
safety of our staff are of utmost importance.

Guests are asked to be in their seats within 15 minutes of the start of the ceremony (by
4:45pm). Doors will open to guests at 4pm, and close promptly at 5pm.
