The School Day 



The school year consists of 180 days. To be counted 

present, a student must be in attendance for at least 

3 hours of the school day.  An excuse must be 

provided for any absence.  If a medical note is not 

given, a signed parental excuse (not an e-mail) is

ɆFor students to be counted as present on full 
days, they must be in attendance until 11:00 
a.m. or THREE HOURS.  On half days, students 
must be at school for TWO HOURS to be 
counted as present.

Attendance 



Students need to be in their classrooms by 8:00 a.m. 
otherwise they are considered tardy.  

If a child comes after 8:00 a.m.

Ɇ Please park in the front lot.

Ɇ Parents will need to come inside and sign in 
their child(ren). Tardy students must be 
signed in by their parent.

The only access inside the school after 8:00 a.m. will 
be through the front office.  As a safety precaution, 
no one will be admitted through the back doors.

ɆParents are strongly encouraged to begin arrival 
on campus at 7:15 a.m. to allow for traffic backup.

ɆTardies along with absences are recorded in the 
student's permanent record. Excessive tardies will 
result in a meeting with school personnel.

Attendance  



ɆA signed and dated Parental or Medical
excuse is required for any student absence (no 
emails )

ɆA TRUANCY referral occurs for 3 consecutive 
unexcused absences and/ora total of 5 
unexcused absences

ɆA CONFERENCEis required if a student has 
10 or more absences

ɆA CONFERENCEis required if a student has 
excessive tardies

Attendance  



ɆAs 170 days are the minimum required by the 
state, the first 10 absences may be lawful, 
unlawful or a combination. 

ɆHowever, you must stay within truancy 
guidelines.  

ɆA physician's note is required for ALL 
absences after 10.

Attendance  



ɆPer district policy, early dismissals are not 
permitted after 2:00 p.m.   

ɆKnown early dismissals should be submitted in 
writing to the teacher by 8:00 a.m. on or before 
the day of the dismissal. No emails.

ɆParents are required to sign their child out 
for all early dismissals.  

Early Dismissals 



ɆAny change in how your child is going home 
must be submitted in writing with a parent 
signature and date no later than 1:00 p.m.  

ɆNever email or call a teacher to change 
afternoon transportation.  

ɆIn case of an extreme emergency, call the 
front office.
