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100% ATTENDANCE PLAN (IN-PERSON STUDENTS)
Earlier this week, Wednesday (April 21st), the South Carolina legislature passed a bill requiring
schools to provide parents with an option of full-time in-person school, beginning Monday.
Please see this brief video where I explain how this affects us at Wade Hampton High.
 
DR. GRANT'S MESSAGE!!
 
Those of you in our traditional program opted for in-person school at the start of the year and
have been on a 75% attendance plan. All of you are impacted by this decision.
 
Beginning this coming Monday, April 26, your student has the option to return to full-time, �ve-
day-a-week in-person instruction OR remain on the 75% plan with eLearning one day each week
plus one Friday out of every four. We will require that who are failing or in danger of failing
(F/D) any of their current courses to attend the full 5 days of instruction. Teachers have been
in communication with students and their parents if they fall into this category.
Be aware that we will take attendance each day. This will likely result in students receiving
Absence Noti�cations via email or phone message for being absent on an eLearning Day.
Please do not worry. This will not negatively affect students. Remember that there is no seat
time recovery this school year and this will not prompt any truancy process. This will also not
affect students' grades. 
 
Students cannot opt to remain home on their already assigned in-person attendance days.
 
With the passing of this legislation, there will likely be more students in our classrooms and
hallways. Classrooms have been recon�gured and in most cases, students are facing forward
in traditional rows with desks 3ft apart. There are no longer plexiglass barriers between
students. Masks are still required whenever students are not at-least six feet apart.

SCHOOL REPORT CARD PARENT SURVEY
Section 59-18-900 of the Education Accountability Act requires that annual school report
cards include “evaluations of the school by parents, teachers, and students.” Parent
perceptions as collected in the Parent Opinion Survey appear on our school report card and
provide school staff with insight to issues within our school. Additionally, results from the
Parent Opinion Survey are used by the Education Oversight Committee to meet the
requirements of Section 59-28-190 of the Parental Involvement in Their Children’s Education
Act.
 
Although the Parent Opinion Survey has been administered for many years, only parents of
students in the highest grade in elementary and middle schools and parents of 11th graders in
high schools previously were afforded the opportunity to respond to the paper survey. This
year the survey has been moved to an online platform and is accessible via computer and
mobile device. All parents of students in grades K-12 may now participate.

Before opening the survey, the name of the school will appear, and you will be asked to
con�rm that you are completing the survey for the correct school. Each school where your
children are enrolled will provide you with their school ID.
 
You will receive a letter from the State Superintendent of Education with additional
information. Please read that letter before completing the survey.
 
The survey is anonymous, but if you feel uncomfortable in responding to any question you
may skip that question. The survey will note that a question has been left unanswered, but you
can click continue to proceed without answering the question.

STUDENT INTERNATIONAL TRAVEL
Students will be given guidance upon their return to the U. S. from international travel. They
will receive travel quarantine guidance based on answers provided. Administration will share
the guidance we receive with the student’s parent and our school nurse who will monitor
compliance. Students will be provided 2 options for return to school after international travel
quarantine: A 7 day quarantine with documentation of a negative COVID viral PCR or antigen
(rapid) test result between days 3 and 5 with return to school on day # 8 or a 10 day quarantine
with return to school on day #11. The rapid test can only be used to return early from a
quarantine caused by international travel, not due to a quarantine caused by known exposure.

STUDENT ATTENDANCE (IN-PERSON STUDENTS)
We have heard from a signi�cant number of parents who do not want to commit their student
to the Virtual Program for the remainder of this school year (because they may not have the
option to return to in-person class if conditions improve), but they also do not want to send
their children in accord with the current attendance plan because of the high COVID spread in
our community. To ensure consistency across the district:
 

Be reminded that parents have the ability to “excuse” 10 of their children’s absences. As
Principal, Dr. Grant has the option of considering hardships or individual circumstances to
allow further absences.
Once parents make the choice between the Virtual and Traditional programs, their
children are expected to follow that program’s attendance plan. They are not allowed to
choose the traditional (in-person) and simultaneously stay home for full-time eLearning.
At the high school level, students who are “excused” by a parent note can participate in
eLearning during those 10 days since classes are being livestreamed and eLearning is still
occurring for the 25% of in-person students who are home each day on the 75% plan. 
When students are not physically present in the building on a scheduled attendance day,
students will be marked absent, whether they are elementary, middle, or high school
students.
