MASK MANDATE EXECUTIVE ORDER
As you are aware, Governor McMaster issued an Executive Order, which has the effect of law,
to provide a mask opt out process for families. DHEC has now published a form allowing
parents to opt out of the Greenville County Schools’ facial mask mandate. We have posted
that form to our district website at www.greenville.k12.sc.us. I have also included a copy of
this form in this email.

1. If you wish to opt out of the requirement that your child wear a mask, complete the DHEC
opt-out form and have your student drop it off at school. We will have locations to receive
these from them each day. (Thank you to those that have already submitted forms to me
via email).

2. Once the student brings in the form, we will issue them a custom made WHHS sticker to
be placed on their school ID. This will allow school personnel to know which students
have submitted their form.

3. Because we can no longer maintain recommended public health protocols, we will also
allow parents to opt for their students to work from home for the remainder of this year

4. If you wish for your student to transition to eLearning for the rest of the year, please
submit the request in writing (email or hard copy) to me by Monday, May 17. Students will
be marked absent, but those absences will be coded as administratively excused.

5. Regular final exams for these students will be proctored online.
6. End-Of-Course Exams (EOCs) cannot be taken remotely, so all EOCs must be

administered in-person in proper social distancing settings.
7. We are continuing to determine the impact of this executive order on employees. At this

time, the mask mandate remains in effect for employees.

The survey is anonymous, but if you feel uncomfortable in responding to any question you
may skip that question. The survey will note that a question has been left unanswered, but you
can click continue to proceed without answering the question.

GRADUATION TICKETS
Seniors will have to clear all debt prior to obtaining any tickets for graduation. This includes

STUDENT INTERNATIONAL TRAVEL
Students will be given guidance upon their return to the U. S. from international travel. They
will receive travel quarantine guidance based on answers provided. Administration will share
the guidance we receive with the student’s parent and our school nurse who will monitor
compliance. Students will be provided 2 options for return to school after international travel
quarantine: A 7 day quarantine with documentation of a negative COVID viral PCR or antigen
(rapid) test result between days 3 and 5 with return to school on day # 8 or a 10 day quarantine
with return to school on day #11. The rapid test can only be used to return early from a
quarantine caused by international travel, not due to a quarantine caused by known exposure.
